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Principles of local and systemic therapy in dermatology.

Topical treatments play important role in the dermatological therapy. When conducting it is necessary to take into consideration the etiology, the morphological changes and the localization of the disease process, and selected drugs to be prescribed in the appropriate concentration, and shape. Well-conducted local therapy has a crucial role cure for a significant number of dermatoses.
Topical therapy of skin diseases - structural and functional features of the skin in connection with local treatment, factors affecting the penetration, absorption and percutaneous absorption of medicaments, carriers for formulations Dermatica, formulations for topical application, formulations types, vehicles and therapeutic indications - liquid, semi-solid and solid dosage forms. Medicaments according to the mode of action on the skin - inflammatory drugs (topical corticosteroids, nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs), anti-microbial drugs (classical antiseptics mercurial agents, dyes, antibiotics, sulfonamides), anti-fungal drugs, anti-parasitic agents (anti-skabious anti-pediculous drugs), anti-pruritic drugs, keratolytic agents, reducing agents (tars), epithelotonic agents,  adstrintgent means caustic agents, revulsive agents, depigmentors,  pigmented (Photosensitizing) agents photoprotective agents.
Systemic therapy in dermatology. The internal treatment in dermatology is etiological, pathogenetically based and symptomatic. Etiological treatment applied to skin diseases with known etiology - pyodermas, fungal and mycobacterial diseases, venereal diseases. Pathogenetic therapy is used in allergy dermatoses and collagenoses and symptomatic - in diseases occurring with itching, pain, burning, etc.. Before the start of systemic therapy should assess the condition of the internal organs. healing of the internal disease leads to improvement or cure of the cutaneous manifestations. In the systemic treatment of skin diseases are a large number of drugs: antiallergic agents (antihistamines and corticosteroids), Anti-inflammatory and antirheumatic drugs, synthetic antimalarials vasodilator agents cytotoxic drugs, Antibiotics, Antifungals, Antivirals, aromatic retinoids, Biogenic stimulators. Chemotherapy Vaksinoterapy. Vitaminoterapy.
Physical methods of treatment: Therapeutic massage, medical gymnastics, acupuncture, heat treatment, treatment with cold (Cryotherapy) Electrotherapy Treatment with rays of light (phototherapy) climatotherapy, magnetotherapy (magnetic field), dermatologic radiotherapy, treatment with radioactive isotopes (radiotherapy), laser therapy, surgery, psychotherapy skin diseases.
