education 7. Healthcare and sport, professional field 7.1 Medicine, scientific subject “Forensic
medicine”, Department of General medicine, forensic medicine and deontology, Faculty of Public
Health at the Medical University (MU) of Pleven.

A sole candidate in the competition for associate professor, promulgated in SG issue 40
effective 14.05.2021 is Chief Asst. Prof. Sergey Deyanov Kostadinov, MD, PhD, assistant professor
in the same department.

Dr. Sergey Deyanov Kostadinov, MD has presented all the necessary documents in

compliance with the Law for the development of the academic staff and the Rules of MU — Pleven.



II. PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT AND QUAILITIES

Dr. Sergey Deyanov Kostadinov was born on the ninth of December 1961. In the
period 1989-1993 he worked as a district therapist and a resident doctor in different places in
Bulgaria. In 1993 he started work as an assistant in forensic medicine at the MU — Pleven
and consistently climbed the career ladder as follows: assistant ( 1993-1997), senior assistant
(1997-2001), chief assistant professor (2001-2015). Since 1998 he has been head of a
forensic medicine department at Dr. G. Stranski University Medical Centre EAD — Pleven.
He has diplomas in two subjects — Forensic medicine and General medicine and a
qualification “Manager” in Health Management, Dimitar A. Tsenov Academy of Economics
in Svishtov. In 2018 he obtained the education-qualification degree “Doctor” from the
Medical University of Varna.

The record of Dr. Kostadinov demonstrates that he has fulfilled the minimal
national requirements (MNR) pursuant to Art. 2b, para 5 of the LDASRB for taking

up the academic position “associate professor”, which can be seen from the table

below.

III. SCHOLARLY ACTIVITY

1. Publication activity (real publications)

For the purposes of the competition Dr. Kostadinov presented his scholarly output, which
includes 39 scholarly works. Those comprise publications in foreign and in Bulgarian editions,
which are referenced and indexed in Scopus and Web of Science — 9 (2 abroad and 7 in Bulgaria),
articles in non-referenced journals with scholarly reviews and in edited collections (including 4
related to the dissertation) — 27 (7 abroad and 20 in Bulgaria) with total SJR 1.008 and 1

dissertation work, 1 — monograph and 1 student book. Independent scholarly works amount to 4,

while in 7 he is a leading researcher (first author).

2. Citations



Dr. Kostadinov participates in the competition for “associate professor” with 36 original
articles, published in local and foreign periodicals and 37 participations in national and international
congresses and conferences. The total number of citations of his scholarly output amounts to 16, of
which 2 in referenced and indexed in worldwide databases with scientific information (Scopus and
Web of Science), 6 in monographs and collective volumes and 8 in non-referenced journals.

3. Main scholarly contributions
The author’s record of Dr. Kostadinov shows that a great part of his scholarly contributions are
original and innovative. The scholarly output is focused on three main strands. I. The first strand
includes: L.1. Forensic aspects of cold trauma expertise, where its epidemiological characteristics
have been analyzed. The current state of the forensic expertise of death caused by hypothermia has
been examined, surmountable weaknesses and the possibilities for their overcoming have been
identified. 1.2. Pathomorphology. The epidemiological characteristics of the victims and the
characteristics of coronary pathomorphology in case of cocaine abuse and death caused by cardiac
tamponade have been examined I.3. Reporting of cases in full text publications.
II. The second strand is focused on: ILI. Regulatory framework and organization of
healthcare; I1.2. Epidemiology and prevention - research and related publications are concerned
with major topics: II.3. Funding and control in connection with the value of forensic autopsy, the
financial security of NHIF’s prevention programme, implemented by the GPs; I1.4. Medical ethics
and law - attitudes of the students towards patients’ rights, grounds for investigation proceedings
against medical workers and other. III. The third scientific strand includes: II1. Other, where
correlations have been examined between: ratios of lipid fractions in the blood with the metabolic
syndrome in the Bulgarian population, cognitive decline and metabolic syndrome, genetic markers
with the risk of coronary disease.
IV. SCHOLARLY ACTIVITY
1. Participations in scholarly forums
Dr. Kostadinov demonstrates very high scholarly activity, which can be seen from the
attached list containing 37 participations in national and international congresses and conferences, of
which 17 are abroad with total SJR 6.045 and total IF 16.146. Participations in Bulgaria are 20
(SJR 0.183).
2. Participations in scholarly-research projects in Bulgaria and abroad.
Dr. Kostadinov has participated in 2 scholarly-research projects of MU — Pleven.

3. Membership in scientific structures and associations

Dr. Kostadinov is member of BMA; Bulgarian Society of Forensic Medicine (BSFM),
Bulgarian Public Health Association (BPHA), European Public Health Association (EUPHA).



V. TEACHING ACTIVITY

According to the record presented, Dr. Kostadinov has given practical lessons in forensic
medicine and deontology to students in medicine, studying in Bulgarian and in English language
(2007 — 2016), as well as medical deontology to students, studying in the nurse programme of the
Health Care Faculty (201 1-2012). He has delivered lectures in accordance with the Regulations of
the Medical University of Pleven (up to two lectures in one academic year).

His total teaching work-load for the past years is as follows:

— realized academic hours for the past three academic years (2017/2018, 2018/2019 and
2019/2020) — total 721.80 academic hours;

— awarded academic hours for the academic 2020/2021 — 335.8 academic hours, of which 99
academic hours were realized during the winter semester and the rest were delivered within
the curriculum for the second semester
Dr. Kostadinov has taken part in the creation of 1 student book.

In view of the above, I consider that Dr, Kostadinov is an experienced lecturer in forensic
medicine with extensive professional experience and high general, specialized and foreign

qualification.

VI. DIAGNOSTIC-THERAPEUTIC ACTIVITY
Dr. Kostadinov has worked as a forensic physician and his primary activity is related to
forensic consultations and expertise both for the region of Pleven and for other regions in the
country. Quantitative indicators of his activity as forensic physician for the past three years (2018-
2020) include:
— number of examinations of living persons (certification and expertise) — 848;
— number of forensic autopsies and expertise for a corpse and corpse parts — 170;

— number of expertise on materials for pre-trial and trial proceedings — 390.

VII. CONCLUSION

Based on the materials presented for the competition, as well as my personal and professional
impression from the candidate I can say that Dr. Kostadinov possesses sufficient scholarly
achievements, teaching experience and professional competence to take up the academic position
