One candidate has registered for the competition — Dima Krumova Tsanova, Doctor
in Medicine, Assistant Professor at the Department of Public Health Sciences, for the needs
of which this competition was launched. The candidate has presented all the necessary doc-
ument, flawlessly arranged in compliance with the requirements of the Act for the Develop-
ment of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules for the Development of
the Academic Staff at the MU — Pleven.

I. Short information about the candidate’s professional development

Dr. Dima Krumova Tsanova was born on 31.01.1972 in the city of Pleven. In 1996 she
completed her higher education at the Higher Medical Institute of Pleven. For a short period
she worked as a district pediatrician in the Municipal Hospital of Nikopol. From 1999 to Feb-
ruary 2015 she worked in the Regional Health Inspectorate of Pleven, where she was pro-
moted to head of the administrative-economic and organizational-information units.

1. A model list of scholarly works, confirming that the minimum requirements
of NACID for taking up the academic position “associate professor” have been com-
plied with and including: PhD thesis, habilitation work in the form of 10 scholarly publica-
tions, referenced and indexed in Web of Science and Scopus; 2 other publications in scien-
tific editions, referenced and indexed in worldwide databases with scientific information; 15
publications and reports, published in non-referenced journals with scientific reviews or pub-
lished in edited collective volumes and 4 citations.

As can be seen from the list, Assist. Prof. Dima Tsanova, MD, PhD collects a
total of 614 points, surpassing significantly the minimum requirements of 400 points
for taking up the academic position “associate professor”.

2. List of scholarly works (not only those for MNR) — monographs, full-text pub-
lications and other (post ,,doctor®)

The candidate has presented a list of a total of 33 full-text publications, published
in referenced and non-referenced journals with scientific reviews or published in edited scien-
tific collections.

The scholarly works presented are to a great extent personal work of the candidate
with a clearly outlined personal contribution:

- Independent author — 3 works (9.1 %);

- First author - 10 works (30.3 %);

- Second author — 11 works (33.3 %);

- Third and subsequent author — 9 works (27.3 %).

The actual full-text publications of Assist. Prof. Dima Tsanova have been published in
appropriate scientific journals in this professional field, by means of which she has contribut-
ed to enhancing the scientific knowledge in the field of public health in Bulgaria.



The general characteristic of the candidate’s scholarly research activity is also com-
plemented by 35 participations in scientific forums, of which 19 comprise participations in
conferences abroad. One should note her participations in European conferences on public
health, which are subject to exceptionally strict reviews and are published in the European
Journal of Public Health with an impact factor. Although they are not reviewed and evaluated
according to the NACID criteria, participations in scholarly forums indicate that there is a
scholarly-research activity.

Ill. Characteristic of the theoretical and practical contributions of the candidate’s
scholarly publications

| fully accept the author's grouping of the presented 33 scholarly publications in two
main thematic fields and also the respective indicated contributions:

I. Public health issues in three sub-strands:

> Diabetes — a socially significant disease in Bulgaria: 8 publications, analyzing
the dynamics of sugar diabetes and the assessment of the burden of disease for the health
care systems worldwide and for society. | highly appreciate the analysis of the budget impact
on four groups of non-insulin medication for treatment of type 2 diabetes in Bulgaria, as well
as the assessments of various health technologies for treatment of diabetes.

: > 4 publications are dedicated to stillbith and non-marital birth rates and the
connection between early school-leaving and the relative share of non-marital births in Bul-
garia, as well as the access to midwives and obstetrician-gynecologists per 100 000 persons
of the population.

» 4 publications analyze the globa| burden of diseases and the leading risk fac-
tors in Bulgaria and its place among the other Balkan countries.

Il. Assessment of health technologies

This thematic area, including 14 publications is related to the PhD thesis of Dr.
Tsanova and the subsequent broadening of the research into this strand. Approaches to cost
reduction as regards medication for treatment of different types of diseases, the clinical and
cost effectiveness of therapies for treatment of metastatic non-small-cell lung cancer, the
contemporary antibacterial therapies for treatment of complicated in-hospital infections have
been analyzed, as well as the drug policy for therapy cost management in cervical cancer.

For each of the said strands a number of significant scholarly and practical contribu-
tions can be defined. :

Habilitation work. The presented 10 scholarly publications in referenced journals. in
the field of public health and an assessment of health technologies have an actual practical
contribution and a great significance for the assessment of health technologies for the future
basis of the health economy.

Citations. A record of 21 citations has been presented, which fulfils the criteria for
taking up the academic post of “associate professor”. '




IV. Assessment of pedagogical activity

Assist. Prof. Dima Krumova Tsanova, MD, PhD has a total of 6 years of teaching ex- -
perience, including lectures in Social medicine to medical students — studies in Bulgarian
and in English and training of medical interns. Together with her lectures in the major “Public
health protection and control” in the subject “Social and legal legislation”, Assist. Prof. Dima
Tsanova has achieved an exceptionally high average workload per year — for the last four
years over 1500 hours.

She has also actively participated as a mentor in the project “Student practices” Pro-
ject BGOSM20P001-2.013-0001 of the Ministry of Education and Science, financed under
OP “Science and Education for Smart Growth”

Dr. Tsanova is a recognized professional with extensive practical experience
in the field of public health, with enough accumulated teaching competence and research
skills.
