By Order No 1462/31.05.2022 of the Rector of Medical University — Pleven Prof. Dr. D. Dimitrov,
MD I have been appointed Member of the Scientific Jury for a competition for SD “Associate
Professor” in professional field 7.1. Medicine, specialty “Occupational Diseases”, at the Department
of Hygiene, Medical Ecology, Professional Diseases and Disaster Medicine at the Faculty of Public Health
in MU-Pleven (State Gazette, issue 30/15.04.2022). At a meeting No 1/30.06.22 of the Scientific
Jury I have been appointed to draw up a review.

There is one sole candidate in the competition — Prof. Irena Yordanova Stoilova, MD. PhD. My
review of the documentation, submitted in accordance with the accepted requirements, gives me
reason to assume that the procedure for opening and promulgating the competition has been
complied with. The competition materials have been prepared pursuant to Art. 4 and 26 of the
ADASRB Art. 65 and 67 of RDAS of MU-Pleven.

I. Analysis of the candidate’s career profile

Assist. Prof. Irena Stoilova graduated from MU-Pleven in Master Programme “Medicine™ in
1986. She obtained degrees in Internal Medicine (1999), Occupational Diseases (2002) and
Occupational Medicine (2011). She acquired an educational scientific degree “Doctor” (MU-Varna,
2017) with dissertation on the topic “Injuries to the musculoskeletal system and peripheral nervous
system in clothing sector workers™.

The professional path of Dr. Stoilova began in 1986 as a district physician, clinic in the
village of Podem, municipality of Dolna Mitropoliya. From 21.07.1987 to 30.09.2000 she worked as
an assistant at the Department of Hygiene, Ecology and Occupational Diseases, Higher Medical
Institute-Pleven; from 01.10.2000 to 31.03.2001 as senior assistant, Occupational Diseases Clinic,
Higher Medical Institute -Pleven; from 01.04.2001 to 31.07.2002 — senior assistant, Occupational
Diseases Clinic, Multi-profile Hospital for Active Treatment — Pleven EAD; from 01.08.2002 to
02.06.2004 — physician — senior assistant, Occupational Diseases Unit, Multi-profile Hospital for
Active Treatment — Pleven EAD. From 2004 to 2014 she worked as a chief physician assistant in the
Occupational Diseases Unit, as of 2014 until the present she has been doctor, Head of Unit, chief
assistant at University Multi-profile Hospital for Active Treatment Dr. Georgi Stranski EAD-Pleven.
Dr. Stoilova has been a lecturer at MU-Pleven for 35 years — at the academic post (AP) “assistant
(13 years), at AP “senior assistant” (4 years) and AP “assistant professor” (18 years).

Dr. Stoilova is a member of the Bulgarian Medical Association, the Bulgarian Society of
Occupational Diseases, Association of Safety and Health at Work Clubs, Bulgarian Public Health
Association (BPHA), the European Public Health Association (EUPHA).

She possesses written and spoken knowledge of English and Russian.

II. General description of the provided competition materials

For participation in the competition the candidate has handed in the required documents in
accordance with the RDAS of MU-Pleven, the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the



Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules for its Application, namely: curriculum vitae, higher education
diploma; specialty diploma; diploma for ESD “Doctor”; professional experience cértificates;
academic record of teaching workload; attestation list; independent monograph, a list of scholarly
publications during overall academic development; list of participations in scientific projects; list of
contributions of scholarly work; record of citations; record of impact factor; abstracts of scholarly
work in an electronic medium and other.

II1. Assessment of the candidate’s scholarly work for overall academic development

Dr. Irena Stoilova participates in the competition with 99 full-text publications and participations in
scientific forums with scholarly works, of which:

1 dissertation for ESD “Doctor” and 1 author’s abstract;

I monograph: Irena Stoilova. Vertebral Column Injuries in Workers at Occupational Risk.
Monograph. Publishing centre MU — Pleven. 2021. IBSN 978-954-756-276-9

The total number of publications is 21 (11 of which are abstracts) in scholarly journals, referenced
and indexed in global databases with scientific information (Scopus and Web of Science).

Six of the publications are published in journals with impact factor and are extended abstracts.
Full-text articles published in English are 17, while those in Bulgarian are 29.

Dissertation-related publications are four with those preceding the year when the candidate acquired
ESD “Doctor” being excluded from the review assessment.

The candidate has indicated 10 full-text publications in the provided list as indexed in Scopus and
Web of Science and she has provided the respective evidence.

Publications and reports in non-referenced scholarly editions with scientific reviews or published in
edited collective volumes are 32.

In the publications presented for review Dr. Stoilova is a sole author of 2, first author of 27 (56.3%)
of the publications and second and last author of 19 (39.5%).

Official records have been submitted of a total of 16 citations. 4 in foreign sources of the accessible
databases of Scopus, Web of Science and Google Scholar and 12 in Bulgarian sources.

Based on the documents and materials submitted for the competition, the candidate not only
satisfies, but surpasses the minimum of required quantity criteria and scientometric indicators, laid
down in the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria (Decision
No 11149 of the Supreme Administrative Court from 04.11.2021) and the Rules for the conditions
and order for acquiring scientific degrees and taking up academic positions in MU — Pleven.

The analysis of the scholarly works shows that the total volume of the publications corresponds to
the criteria of MU-Pleven for taking up the AP “Associate Professor”.
The main scholarly contributions in the research work of the candidate can be thematically
summarized in the following strands:
1. Occupational diseases, prevention and health promotion.
For the first time in Bulgaria a comprehensive clinical research has been carried out on the injuries
to the musculoskeletal system and peripheral nervous system in clothing sector workers [1. 3, 4, 5, 6,
14, 17, 23, 16, 20, 21, 41]. A research has been carried out on work-induced vertebral column
injuries in workers at occupational risk [2, 20, 35, 19, 34, 35, 36]. Research has been conducted on
patients with occupational pulmonary diseases. [18, 19, 24, 12, 14, 16, 17]. Diagnostic algorithms
have been created and applied for various occupational disabilities, accessible and applicable in the
respective structures of paramedical and hospital care in Bulgaria [9, 15, 21, 34, 13, 18].
Programmes have been developed and applied for complex treatment of injuries to the
musculoskeletal system and peripheral nervous system in the examined patients [31, 38, 40, 42, 45.
22, 25, 27,49]. Measures have been proposed for prevention of occupational diseases and events for
health promotion for workers at in risk productions 7, 8, 9, 16, 2, 24, 28,45.46, 48].
2. Public health issues.
A complex medical-social research has been conducted for measuring the health self-assessment of
the Bulgarian population [36. 42]. Occurrences of fatal production traumatism and self-murders in
the Pleven region have been examined within a ten-year long period [11, 12,32, 33]. The current
impact of poverty and social exclusion on the health status of the Bulgarian population has been
examined [44, 47]. Specific needs have been examined, diets have been developed and proposed to
individual occupational and age groups from the population [9, 50]. Smoking has been examined as
an additional etiological factor for health issues in mechanical engineering workers [7, 51].

3. Organizational and economic aspects of health activities and management of the
healthcare system.
The opinion of persons with health insurance and general practitioners has been surveyed on the
screening programmes for persons over the age of 18, performed by the GPs [27. 32]. An
examination was carried out of the resource security of the screening programme for persons with
compulsory health insurance over the age of 18, performed by the GPs in terms of human, time and
financial resources [ 29,30, 23]. A survey has been conducted on the impact of the screening tests for
persons over 18 and the hospitalized morbidity [33, 37, 37, 42]. The occupational morbidity, its
structure and dynamics in the region of Pleven has been examined in different time periods [5, 6,7,
9, 10]. A survey was carried out and the key factors were identified for successful implementation of
screening programmes for main oncologic diseases [47]. The main factors, affecting the doctor-
patient communication have been studied. [26, 28]




4. Risk factors related to occupational-working environment and risk groups.
The harmful production factors have been examined, related to the working environment, working
conditions and organization in a number of productions. The health issues and work-related injuries
of workers in different industries have been examined — workers in the clothing industry. forestry,
egg and poultry production, cement production, air traffic and other.

S. Problems of medical education.
The attitude of students in the V year of their studies, specialty Medicine in MU-Pleven towards the
choice of specialty has been surveyed [1]. The diet of students in MU-Pleven has been surveyed, the
degree of their awareness and their knowledge of necessary fibre intake [43].
The scholarly contributions of the candidate are mostly of practical-applied character.
IV. Assessment of the monograph or equivalent publications, presented by the candidate for
participation in the competition for “Associate Professor”
Dr. Stoilova participates in the competition with 1 monograph: Vertebral Column Injuries in
Workers at Occupational Risk. 2021. Publishing centre — MU-Pleven. ISBN 978-954-756-276-9

In the presented monograph Dr. Stoilova examines problems related to the clinical signs.
treatment, rehabilitation and prevention of work-induced vertebral column injuries, which are not
only health-related but also of social-economic significance.

The author presents contemporary global databases concerning the epidemiology of
musculoskeletal conditions and their impact on the economies of different countries and the
Republic of Bulgaria.

The candidate deals extensively with existing regulations/standards related to the
requirements for healthy and safe working conditions in the European and Bulgarian legislation.

Dr. Stoilova analyzes in detail changes in the particularities and the correlation between
different injuries to the vertebral column, caused by modern forms of labour, the changes in the
demographic characteristics of the population and the technical progress.

A particular contribution of the presented monograph are the proposed methodological
instructions for prevention of occupational injuries to the vertebral column.

Both in terms of content and structure it fully complies with the requirements for writing a
monograph, laid down in the Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff of MU-Pleven.

V. Inclusion (citation) of the candidate’s publications in national and foreign literature
(publication image).

In accordance with the enclosed records Dr. Stoilova has 16 citations. 5 of which are in referenced
and 11 in non-referenced journals.

The significance of Dr. Stoilova’s publications is objectively assessed through the presented
citations in global and Bulgarian medical literature.

VI. Comprehensive, quality assessment of the educational - methodological and teaching
activity, including scientific guidance for students, PhD students, specializing students.

Dr. Stoilova, MD, PhD has extensive teaching experience.

The enclosed academic records of teaching workload show that the candidate has been fully and
actively involved in teaching activity in Bulgarian and English. The teaching activity of Dr. Stoilova
involves seminars, colloquiums and semester exams in Occupational Diseases for students in the
specialty “Medicine” (Bulgarian and English programme) and for students in the specialty “Public
Health Protection and Control”, FPH in Labour Hygiene and Occupational Diseases with toxicology.
She participates in the development of plan-theses and educational materials for seminars in
occupational diseases.

Her annual average teaching workload significantly surpasses the norm for non-habilitated

lecturers at MU-Pleven.
Academic 2018/2019 year — contact classes and non-contact classes — 337.4 teaching hours,
academic 2019/2020 - contact classes and non-contact classes — 408.2 teaching hours, academic

I highly appreciate the value of the developed topics through the projects. The obtained results lie in
the basis of a series of publications and scholarly communications.

The therapeutic-diagnostic and expert activity of the candidate is remarkable, which is attributable to
her high qualification with three degrees, two of which clinical.

Dr. Irena Stoilova is a recognized professional in “Occupational diseases” and “Occupational
Medicine”, which determines the multi-profile nature of the diagnostic-therapeutic, preventive,
methodological, expert activities she carries out:

- prevention activity through medical examinations, in the implementation of the programme under
Working Conditions Fund for diagnostics and prevention of occupational diseases;

- provides consultative and methodological assistance to general practitioners and specialists in
paramedical and hospital care;
