I.GENERAL PRESENTATION OF THE PROCEDURE

On the basis of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ADASRB) and art.2. paragraph 2 and paragraph 3 from the Rules for the Development of
the Academic Staff of Medical University — Pleven and Decision of the SJ (Protocol No
13/30.05.22) by Order No 1462/31.05.22 of the Rector of Medical University — Pleven I have been
appointed as member of the Scientific Jury in the procedure for taking up the academic position
“ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR” in higher education field 7. Healthcare and sport, professional field
7.1. Medicine, specialty “Occupational Diseases™ at the Department of Hygiene, Medical Ecology.
Professional Diseases and Disaster Medicine, Faculty of Public Health, Medical University — Pleven.

In the competition promulgated in SG, issue 30 from 15.04.2022 for associate professor in
“occupational diseases” the sole candidate is Dr. Irena Yordanova Stoilova, MD, PhD, assistant
professor in the same department.

Dr. Irena Yordanova Stoilova, MD, PhD has presented all necessary documents in
compliance with the requirements of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff in MU-Pleven for
participation in the open competition. This opinion has been drawn up on the basis of the documents

submitted by the candidate.



II. PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF THE CANDIDATE

Dr. Irena Yordanova Stoilova obtained a medical degree in 1986 at Higher Medical Institute -
Pleven. From 1986 to 1987 she worked as a district physician in the clinic in the village of Podem,
municipality of Dolna Mitropoliya. As of July 1987 until the present she has taken the academic
positions of assistant, senior assistant and assistant professor in occupational diseases at the
Department of Hygiene, Medical Ecology, Professional Diseases and Disaster Medicine, Faculty of
Public Health, MU — Pleven and Clinic/Occupational Disease Unit, University Multi-profile
Hospital for Active Treatment Dr. Georgi Stranski EAD-Pleven. In 1987 she began work as a
physician assistant and since 2014 until the present Dr. Stoilova is chief assistant and Head of the
Occupational Diseases Unit at University Multi-profile Hospital for Active Treatment Dr. Georgi
Stranski EAD-Pleven. She has three recognized medical degrees - Internal Medicine - 1999,
Occupational Diseases - 2002 and Occupational Medicine - 2011.

In 2017 she defended a dissertation on the topic “Injuries to the musculoskeletal system and
peripheral nervous system in clothing sector workers” and obtained the educational and scientific
degree “Doctor”.

Dr. Stoilova has completed a number of courses and trainings in ensuring health and safety at
work, biostatistics and information technologies. She has a written and spoken knowledge of
Russian and English.

The record of Dr. Irena Stoilova shows that the candidate has satisfied the minimal national
requirements (MIN) pursuant to Art. 2b, par. 5 of the ADASRB for taking up the academic position
“ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR?, as can be seen in the table below (Table 1).

III. SCHOLARLY ACTIVITY
For the purposes of the competition Dr. Stoilova has presented 45 full-text publications and
51 participations in scholarly forums with total IF — 11.359 from journals such as Journal of Public

Health, Archives of the Balkan Medical Union, Journal of IMAB. The opinion does not take into



account 4 publications, related to the dissertation for acquiring the educational scientific degree

“Doctor”.

1. Publication activity (full-text publications)

The publication activity of the candidate comprises 10 publications (in 5 of which Dr.
Stoilova is a leading researcher) in foreign and Bulgarian journals, which have been referenced and
indexed in Scopus and Web of Science, 32 articles in non-referenced journals with scientific reviews
and in edited collective volumes, 1 dissertation, 1 author’s abstract and 1 monograph.

Dr. Stoilova is an independent author of 4.2% of the total number of actual publications. of
56.3% she is 1st author, of 12.5% — 2nd author and of 27% - 3rd and next author. As regards the
full-text publications — 17 were published in English, while 31 in Bulgarian language.

The monograph presented on the topic: Vertebral Column Injuries in Workers at
Occupational Risk, 2022 the candidate thoroughly summarizes modern concepts as regards clinical
signs, treatment, rehabilitation and prevention of work-induced vertebral column injuries and on the
basis of a systematic analysis of literature data, as well as her own clinical experience she offers
methodological guidance for prevention of these injuries.

Dr. Stoilova participates in this competition with a total number of 16 citations, whereas she
has presented S citations in referenced and indexed journals in global databases with scientific
information (Scopus and Web of Science). 5 in monographs and collective volumes and 6 in non-
referenced journals.

2. Main scholarly contributions

The author record of Dr. Stoilova shows that the largest part of her scholarly contributions
are innovative and of practical-applied nature. The scientific output is focused on five main strands:
occupational diseases, prevention and health promotion; public health issues; organizational and
economic aspects of health activities and management of the healthcare system; risk factors, related
to the professional-working environment and risk groups; problems of medical education.

IV. SCHOLARLY ACTIVITY

I. Participations in scientific forums

Noteworthy is the extensive scholarly activity of Dr. Stoilova, which becomes obvious from
the enclosed list of participations in prestigious forums in Bulgaria and abroad with a total number
of 51 scientific communications. Out of these 11 comprise published abstracts in scholarly journals,
referenced and indexed in global databases with scientific information (Scopus and Web of
Science), while 6 of the publications are published in journals with impact factor and comprise

extended abstracts.

Dr. Stoilova is a member of the Bulgarian Medical Association, the Bulgarian Society of
Occupational Diseases, Association of Safety and Health at Work Clubs, Bulgarian Public Health
Association (BPHA), the European Public Health Association (EUPHA).

V. EDUCATIONAL-TEACHING ACTIVITY

Pursuant to the record, presented by Dr. Stoilova, the candidate began her teaching activity in
MU-Pleven in 1987. The teaching experience of Dr. Stoilova comprises seminars, colloquiums and
semester exams in Occupational Diseases in the subject “Hygiene, Medical Ecology and
Occupational Diseases” for students in the specialty “Medicine” (in Bulgarian and English language)
and for students in the specialty “Public Health Protection and Control”, in the subjects “Labour
Hygiene” and “Occupational Diseases with toxicology”.

The total teaching workload of Dr. Stoilova in the past 4 years is as follows:

e Completed teaching hours for the finalized 4 academic years (2018/2019, 201972020,
2020/2021, 2021/2022) — a total of 1650 hours.

Dr. Stoilova is head of a specialization in the medical subject “Occupational Diseases™ and
participates in the implementation of colloquiums of students specializing in occupational diseases
and occupational medicine.

Dr. Stoilova carries out expert activity as a specialist in occupational
medicine — performing labour expertise through her participation in the Territorial Invalidity
Committee and medical expert witness in forensic-medical expertise, appointed by the judicial
authorities. In addition, she provides consultative and methodological assistance at different levels in
the area of public healthcare, mainly by conducting trainings in risk productions and dissemination
of health information, as well as providing assistance for identifying the type and prevalence of

occupational diseases in the country.
