Assoc. Prof. Dr. Murgova has presented a model extended habilitation report based on
Indicator C.4. The epidemiological aspects and risk factors for the development of congenital
obstruction of the nasolacrimal duct, the results of applied conservative and surgical
treatment, as well as the success rate of probing and re-probing in children aged 2 to 41
months are summarized. The results and contributions of the studies on:

e the neovascular membrane in age-related macular degeneration and changes after
administration of anti-VEGF medications;

e the changes in the thickness of the RNFL (Retinal Nerve Fiber Layer) and GCL
(Ganglion Cell Layer) on the optical coherent tomography (OCT) image, in patients
with myopia and hyperopia before and after optical correction;

e tumor lesions of the eyelids in patients who went through the Pleven Eye Clinic over a
10-year period, the Glabellar flap technique for repairing defects after excision of a
nasal tumor lesion and conservative treatment of basal cell carcinoma.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Murgova fulfills all the specific criteria laid down in the Regulations
for the Development of the Academic Staff of MU — Pleven, namely: 11 articles, in which
she is the first or last author (8 required); 11 articles with an IF and/or SJR, with the IF being
15.234, the SJR being 4.123 (IF > 5 required); submitted 32 citations (minimum number of 20
required); she is the scientific supervisor of 2 doctoral students, of which 1 defended; has
acquired a specialty in postgraduate training; has participated in 2 scientific research projects;
has been teaching students and/or specializing physicians at MU — Pleven for almost 18 years.

The contributions formulated by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Murgova are related to a wide range
of eye pathology, are original and confirmatory in nature and are classified in the following
thematic areas: congenital nasolacrimal duct obstruction (CNLDO), eyelid tumors, macular
degeneration and OCT examination, glaucoma, diseases of the orbit and cornea, allergic
diseases, parasitosis, adhesive and suturing technique for adaptation of wounds.

As a characteristic of the candidate's works, I highlight the precise scientific style, wide
scope and thoroughness. Her articles have been published in renowned scientific publications,
such as Journal of Ophthalmic Inflammation and Infection, Journal of Personalized Medicine,
Journal of Clinical Medicine, Indian Journal of Ophthalmology, Biotechnology &
Biotechnological Equipment, etc. The citation reference of her works confirms their scientific
value, relevance and visibility among the professional community.

Prof. Dr. Murgova actively participates in scientific events, where she promotes
the results of her scientific research. For the period 2016-2023, she has indicated a list of 33
participations in congresses, conferences and symposia - 27 scientific forums in Bulgaria and
6 abroad. Among the latter, her participation in the 2021 European Association for Vision and
Eye Research Festival (with an abstract in Acta Ophthalmologica with IF 3.988), in
congresses of the European Society of Ophthalmic Plastic And Reconstructive Surgery stand
out.
