General comments on the procedure

By Order No. 1250/30.04.2024 of the Rector of MU - Pleven Prof. D. Dimitrov,
Ph.D. | have been appointed a member of the scientific jury for the above
competition.

At the first meeting of the jury, | was appointed to prepare a review.

One candidate - Martin Petrov Karamanliev, M.D, PhD was admitted to the
competition.

The terms of the competition and its procedure have been fully complied with in
accordance with the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law at MU
- Pleven and the Regulations for the Conditions and Procedure for the
Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and the Occupation of Academic Positions at
MU - Pleven.

The documents submitted by Martin Karamanliev also comply with the
requirements of the above mentioned regulatory framework.

Biographical data - professional and academic development of the
candidate



Martin Petrov Karamanliev M.D. PhD. was born on 30.11.1992.

He is a graduate of Medical University - Pleven, where he graduated with
excellent grades in 2017 and was awarded the "Golden Hippocrates" as the first
graduate in his year.

His professional career began in 2017 as a resident in General Surgery at the
University Hospital "Dr. Georgi Strranski EAD". He acquired his specialty in
2022.

Parallel to the professional expression of the candidate, a successful academic
development is taking place. In the period 2018 - 2021, Dr. Karamanliev is a
regular PhD student in general surgery at the Department of Surgical Diseases
Propedeutics, Medical University - Pleven. The topic of the dissertation he
developed and defended is "Study of the effectiveness, application and clinical
significance of transanal total mesorectal excision in patients with rectal
cancer". He obtained his PhD in April 2022.

From 2017 to 2021, Dr. Karamanliev was a visiting assistant professor in the
same department, from 2021 to the present - a senior assistant professor.

The candidate's professional development has been accompanied by numerous
courses and trainings in the field of minimally invasive surgical oncology in
Bulgaria, China, the Netherlands, Germany, etc.

In 2023, the candidate is in the nominations for the “Pythagoras Science
Awards” for Young Scientist in the field of Life Sciences and Medicine.

The candidate in the present competition has an authoritative reputation not
only in Bulgarian medicine but also internationally. He is a member of the
Bulgarian Medical Association, the Bulgarian Society of Coloproctology, the
European Society of Coloproctology (ESCP) - National Representative for
Bulgaria, the European Society of Sugical Oncology (ESSO) EYSAC - National
Representative for Bulgaria.

Scientific production

The candidate has contributed with a habilitation thesis in the form of 10
articles in medical journals indexed in Scopus and Web of Science databases in
the field of minimally invasive surgery, including an in-depth analysis of the
problems of core-needle breast biopsy, training of young specialists in
minimally invasive surgery, minimally invasive treatment of colorectal cancer,
pancreatic cancer, gynecologic oncologic lesions with aspect to intra- and
postoperative resections, oncologic safety and quality of life of patients.



The author's post-doctoral research record includes 15 articles with an impact
factor of 495.035 and a total of 296 citations after 2022. The main scientific
contributions of the candidate are related to the analysis of the COVID
pandemic on postoperative complications and its impact on elective oncologic
surgery, the need for intra-abdominal drain placement after elective colorectal
surgery, and the introduction of a single-port colorectal surgery system in
settings with limited funding, CT angiography in colorectal surgery planning,
learning curve in minimally invasive colorectal surgery, problems of
anastomotic insufficiencies, the positives of permanent venous access with port-
a-cath systems, and the impact of hospital unit size and surgical volumes on
oncologic outcomes.

Scientometrics

The attestation report on the fulfilment of the national requirements for the
academic post of Associate Professor according to the requirements set out in
the National Laws demonstrates a total of 553.51 points across all the
scientometric indicators, which exceeds the minimum criteria set (430 points).

Scientific and practical contributions

The candidate’s scientific production is of an original nature. No repetition of
evidence was found, and no evidence of plagiarism was identified.

The subject matter of the scientific works and participation in scientific forums
