Dear members of the Scientific jury,

One applicant was allowed to participate in the competition - Dr. Tihomir Nikolaev
Nikolov,PhD. For his participation in the competition, he submitted:
- one published monograph on the topic: Supervisory authority in the debtor's enterprise recovery
and stabilization, Sofia, Nova Zvezda, 2023, ISBN: 978-619-198-172-4, with a volume of 198
pages;

- five articles:
1. The Supervisory authority in case of recovery of the enterprise according to the judicial
practice. Commercial Law and Law of Obligations, 2020, no. #10, page 78-84; ISSN: 1314-
8133;

2. Imposition of a precautionary measure in the event of recovery or stabilization of the debtor's
enterprise. Commercial Law and Law of Obligations, 2021, no. #2, page 77-87; ISSN: 1314-
8133;



3. Resumption of bankruptcy proceedings terminated due to a court-approved recovery plan.
Commercial Law and Law of Obligations, 2021, no. #10, page 58-69; ISSN: 1314-8133;

4. Supervisory authority upon stabilization of the trader's (debtor's) enterprise. Commercial Law
and Law of Obligations, 2022, no. #10; page 78-85; ISSN: 1314-8133;

5. The Supervisory authority as a recovery authority in case of open and discontinued bankruptcy
proceedings. Commercial Law and Law of Obligations, 2022, no. No. 12, page 7; ISSN: 1314-
8133.

The presented scientific works meet the formal requirements of Art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act - none of them repeats the
dissertation work " Opening Stabilization Proceedings ", on the basis of which the applicant
Tihomir Nikolov obtained the educational and scientific degree "Doctor".

The habilitation thesis of Tihomir Nikolov,PhD "Supervisory authority in the debtor's enterprise
recovery and stabilization" meets the legal definition of §1, item 10 of the Regulations for the
Implementation of the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act for a
monograph, as it contains 198 pages, there are two scientific reviewers, it has an ISBN and is an
original, complete and comprehensive study of the supervisory authority in the recovery and
stabilization of the enterprise of the debtor under the Commercial Law. The work has an
extensive content, a comprehensive bibliography - 62 monographs, studies and articles in
Bulgarian and 7 in a foreign language, with references to other scientific works in the text. The
exposition is structured in an introduction, three chapters, which are structured in paragraphs,
which are structured in points, and a conclusion.
The habilitation thesis "Supervisory authority in the debtor's enterprise recovery and
stabilization" is the first monographic study of this legal phenomenon in the Bulgarian legal
literature, which in itself represents a contribution to it. The specific scientific and scientific-
applied contributions of the monograph, in my opinion, are the following:

1. The exact and clear distinction in chapter one of the recovery proceedings from the

stabilization proceedings and the operation of the recovery plan after the termination of the
bankruptcy proceedings from the operation of the stabilization plan after the termination of the
stabilization proceedings.

2. The determination of the legal essence of the Supervisory authority (chapter one, § 3);

3. The precise and detailed analysis in chapter two of the elements of the factual
composition of the constitution of the Supervisory authority in the recovery and stabilization of
the debtor's enterprise in the various hypotheses (forecast in the recovery plan/stabilization plan,
election by a separate decision of the meeting of creditors, initial and subsequent court
appointment).

4. The precise and detailed analysis in chapter three of the functions and competences of
the supervisory authority in the recovery and stabilization of the debtor's enterprise.

5. The numerous and scientifically based proposals de lege ferenda, the adoption of

which would lead to the improvement of the legislation:



- creation of a guarantee of impartiality in the supervisory authority’s relations with the
creditors and with the debtor through legal regulation of minimum requirements for this body;

- the debtor's right to ask the court to issue a writ of mandate to announce the termination
of the powers of the supervisory authority (I do not find it appropriate to propose that this right
be given to the supervisory authority itself);

- the right of creditors to appeal the decision of the court to release the supervisory
authority or a member of its composition (I do not find it appropriate to propose that this right be
granted to the supervisory authority itself and to the released member of its composition);

- the proposal to waive the right of the meeting of creditors to elect a supervisory
authority, when such is not provided for in the stabilization plan proposed by the debtor;

- creating a legal obligation for the supervisory authority to provide information to
creditors and the court about the implementation of the recovery plan, as well as to provide the
debtor with its reports, information and notifications;

- the proposed editorial improvements of Art. 700a, para. 8, item 2, para. 8, items 4, 5 and
6 and para. 10 of the Commerce Act and for the addition of Art. 707, para. 3, item 1 of the
Commerce Act with the right of the court to resume bankruptcy proceedings ex officio when no
supervisory authority has been appointed and the debtor does not comply with the restriction
(precautionary measure) imposed on them under this text.

The subject of scientific research of the five articles presented by Tihomir Nikolov,PhD
for participation in the competition are within the scope of the subject of the presented
monograph and the results of the scientific research in these articles are included in the
monograph. Therefore, | find no reason to assess them separately. However, they are important
for the fulfillment of the requirements of the Regulations for the Development of the Academic
Staff at the Pleven University of Applied Sciences for the assignment of the academic position
"Associate Professor” - they fulfill the minimum requirements for 5 articles, of which the
applicant is an independent author.

There is also the minimum amount of 10 citations of the applicant’s works in non-
refereed peer-reviewed journals.

The applicant Tihomir Nikolov also has had educational and teaching activities in the
legal disciplines: Basics of Law, Administrative Law and Process, Civil Law and Commercial
Law with students at Dimitar A. Tsenov Academy of Economics - Svishtov, Faculty of Law of

University of National and World Economy, Higher School of Insurance and Finance - Sofia.



In conclusion: the quality of the monograph "Supervisory authority in the debtor's
enterprise recovery and stabilization", with which Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov,PhD participated
in the competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor” in professional direction
3.6 Law (Civil and Family Law) in Department of Social Medicine and Health Care
Management of the Faculty of Public Health of the Medical University - Pleven, the amount of
his articles, the citations of his works and his educational and teaching activities justify my
conclusion that the scientific jury should declare him the winner of this competition and to
