2. BIOGRAPHICAL DATA AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Assoc. Prof. Mariela Kamburova, MD, was born on September 19, 1970.

Graduated consecutively with excellent success: in 1989 Institute for training health
personnel with secondary special education "Dr. Peyo Beshev" city of Pleven - specialty "Nurse
- children's profile”, in 1995 MU -Pleven - specialty " Medicine” and in 2003 MU -Pleven
second master's degree in health care management - specialty "Health Management".



He successfully defended two dissertations - in 2014 he obtained the educational and
scientific degree PhD", and in 2022 the scientific degree "Doctor of Sciences".

He holds two majors in "Social Medicine and Health Management™ since 2002 and
"Health Economics" since 2018.

Since 1997, he has been working as a doctor in charge of a rural health service in the
village of Shipkovo, region Lovech, and in 1997-1998 he specialized in "Pediatrics” at "Dr.

4. SCIENTIFIC ACTIVITY

1. Posting activity (real posts)

For the competition, Associate Prof. Kamburova presents a scientific production that
does not repeat that for obtaining the educational and scientific degree "PhD", for occupying the
academic position "Associate Professor” and for obtaining the scientific degree "Doctor of
Sciences".

113 scientific papers are presented, respectively:

- Doctoral dissertation — 2 pcs.;

- Independent monographs and scientific books - 3 items;

- Study aids in co-authorship — 2 pcs.;

- Scientific publications in periodicals and collections - 31 issues, of which 4 abroad;

- Participation in congresses, conferences and symposiums — 75, of which 43 abroad.

The high level of expertise in the field of public health of Associate Professor
Kamburova is proven by the fact that she is the independent or first author in a total of 42% of
the presented scientific works.

2. The quoted IF and SJR after Associate Professor

The reference to the citations of the works confirms their scientific value, relevance and
visibility among the professional community of specialists in social medicine and public health.
In the report on the fulfillment of the minimum national requirements, the candidate included
only 20 citations, which earned her more than twice the number of points required for the
academic position of "professor”. According to the official reference from the Central Medical
Library and the author's reference (without self-citations), the total number of citations of Prof.
Kamburova's scientific production is 101, with over 20 of them by foreign authors.

Her total IF is 91.060; Individual IF - 32.122 and SJR - 0.542 - after holding the
academic position "Docent".

3. Main scientific contributions



From the author's reference of Associate Professor Kamburova, it can be seen that a large
part of the scientific contributions are original and innovative, and significant problems of public
health have been analyzed from a theoretical and practical point of view. Its scientific output is
diverse, has a scientific-theoretical, scientific-applied and practical nature and is focused in the
following main directions:

I. Public Health Issues:

1. Medico-social problems of vulnerable population groups:

- The health and social problems of migrants are analyzed. It was found that the public is
not aware of the social (78.8%) and health (86.2%) problems of migrants, but the health of
migrants is perceived (81.5%) as worse than that of the Bulgarian population and threatening
(88.8%) public health in the country. The relative share of respondents assessing the health care
needs of migrants as higher (47.8%) than those of the Bulgarian population prevails. The share
of people who claim that the country's health system is not prepared (39.1%) to provide adequate
health care for migrants has been established. (Publications: List 13.7 — 5, 12; Scientific Papers:
3,9,12,18, 19, 24, 32, 39, 43, 48, 62, 63; Citations: 16, 18).

2. Women's and children's health:

The regional differences in the country and the EU regarding the problems of women's
and children’s health have been studied. It has been established that, compared to the countries of
the European Union, Bulgaria has the highest infant mortality rate (5.6%o). The achieved level of
child mortality in recent years is the lowest in the demographic development of the country, but
it is still twice as high as in the countries of the European Union. The trends in stillbirths in the
European region and its correlation with the socio-economic development of the countries and
some other factors related to the health of mothers and children are analyzed. (Publications: List
13.4 -3, 9; List 13.6 — 2; List 13.7 — 1).

3. Health-demographic aspects of the population:

- The negative effects of the COVID-19 pandemic on public health in Bulgaria have
been analyzed. The rate of depopulation and aging of the population in Bulgaria and in particular
in the Pleven region is examined. According to data from the current demographic statistics, the
population of Pleven region at the end of 2021 is 228,300 people, and during the observed ten-
year period between the two censuses 2011 - 2021, Pleven region lost 16.2% of its population.

4. Health care, individual and family health:

- Cerebrovascular disease was analyzed as the single most significant cause of disease
burden in the world. The development of a standardized medical examination in primary medical
practice is presented, with the aim of obtaining a maximally detailed assessment of the health
status. An overview of models for the analysis of family health is presented, with an emphasis on
the family as an object of health care in the continuum of health. The application of family-
centered care for the purpose of health promotion and disease prevention is supported by many
facts, which is why an analysis was carried out, establishing the need for conducting additional
scientific research, as well as involving doctors, health care leaders, health managers, researchers
and politicians, to analyze and confirm guidelines for the implementation of family orientationof



health care (Publications: List 13.4 — 6, 8, 10; List 13.6 — 3; List 13.7 — 11, 17; Scientific Papers:
36, 41, 52, 61, 72,73; Citations: 1, 10).
5. 5. Global Burden of Disease:

- The dynamics of the leading risk factors and causes of the global burden of diseases in
Bulgaria compared to the rest of the Balkan countries were analyzed. It was found that among
the Balkan countries, Slovenia, Croatia, Greece and Montenegro are distinguished by a better
level of socio-economic development and, accordingly, a better level of public health compared
to other countries in the region. Data show that chronic non-communicable diseases account for
a major share of the global burden of disease in the region. (Publications: List 13.4 — 4; List 13.7

I1. Prevention and health promotion:

-Possibilities for actual implementation of the principles of health promotion at the
workplace have been investigated. The benefits and limitations of implementing family-oriented
interventions in family health promotion are presented and discussed. The role of the midwife at
all levels and the overall prevention of HPV-associated diseases are analyzed. Statistical data and
literary sources have been analyzed and emphasis has been placed on the specific risks and needs
of certain categories of persons when performing professional work. (Publications: List 13.4 — 1,
5; List 13.7 — 3, 8, 10, 13; Scientific Events: 2, 10, 11, 15, 22, 25, 26, 30, 34, 35, 40, 46, 47, 56,

I11. Health policy and health systems:

-The reverse effect of underfunding on the efficiency of the health system in Bulgaria has
been analyzed. The country's highest provision of medical facilities and staff in primary health
care for the Pleven district has been established. Activities on preventive programs and a
reduction in the share of capitation payments were reported to be lower than the national
average. By using data from the Health for All Database and the Health for All Database, the
activity of medical facilities for hospital care in Bulgaria was analyzed. There is a continuous
increase in the number of medical facilities for hospital care and the share of hospitalized
persons. At the same time, the indicators for the usability of hospital care are lower than those in
the European Union. It has been established that Bulgaria is lagging behind in reaching the
Sustainable Development Goals (Publications: List 13.4 — 2; List 13.6 — 1; List 13.7 -2, 6, 9 ;
Scientific appearances: 1, 14, 17, 27, 29, 31, 33, 42, 49, 51, 58, 68; Citations: 12).

IV. Training:

- A study program on "Health of migrants and minorities” was presented for students
from the Health Department of MU-Pleven. A low level of awareness (43.6%) of first-year
students at the Medical University-Pleven was found regarding the risk factors of HPV infection
and the development of related diseases (Publications: List 13.7 — 7, 14, 15; Scientific events: 16,
23, 38, 44, 66, 67, 75; Citations: 14, 15).

As a general characteristic of the works of Associate Professor Mariela Kamburova, |
highlight the clean and precise style, the wide scope and depth of the scientific analysis and the
practical focus on the academic and applied spheres of social medicine and public health.

Associate Professor Kamburova shows high scientific activity and systematically
popularizes the results of her scientific research in scientific forums at home and abroad. She
reports 75 scientific appearances (participation with posters and reports at scientific forums), of
which 43 abroad. She is a regular participant with reports and presentations at the annual
EUPHA conferences, with published abstracts in the European Journal of Public Health, as well
as in world congresses in the field of public health - World Congress on Migration, Ethnicity,
Race and Health - 2018. Edinburgh, Scotland and World Congress on Public Health — 2023,
Rome, Italy.

2. Participation in research projects and scientific juries

Prof. Kamburova is a participant in:

- 8 scientific projects: head of the project "Research Higher School: Medical University-
Pleven”, financed by NPVU; 1 national project financed by an external source and 6 scientific
projects at MU-Pleven;
