Assoc. prof. Mariela Kamburova, PhD, DSc is a Master of Medicine (1995, MU-Pleven) and
Master of Healthcare Management (2003, MU-Pleven). In 2014 she successfully defended a
PhD dissertation and in 2022 another dissertation for the degree ,Doctor of Science”. She has
two postgraduate specializations: Social Medicine and Health Management (2002) and
Healthcare Economics (2018).

In 1997 she worked as head physician at the village health service in Shipkovo, Lovech
region. During the period 1997-1998 she specialized Pediatrics in Georgi Stranski Hospital,
Higher Medical Institute — Pleven. From 1998 to 2016 she was consecutively assistant
professor, senior assistant professor and head assistant professor, and from 2016 until now —
associate professor at the Department of Public Health Sciences and the Department of Social
Medicine and Health Management at the Faculty of Public Health, Medical University —Pleven.

Since 2021 r. she is Vice Dean of Education and Euro Integration at the Faculty of Public
Health and since 2022 — Head of Department of Social Medicine and Health Management.



Assoc. prof. Kamburova is member of Bulgarian Physicians’ Union, Bulgarian Scientists’
Union, Bulgarian Association of Public Health, Bulgarian Association of Preventive Medicine,
European Public Health Association (EUPHA), Global Society on Migration, Ethnicity, Race and
Health (GSMERH) and Balkan Medical Union. Since 2022 she is member of the governing
council of the Bulgarian Scientific Society of Public Health.

Il Science and research activity

Assoc. prof. Kamburova participates in the competition with scientific papers that do
not duplicate those already presented in previous procedures for PhD, Doctor of science and
Associate Professor.

She presents a list of 113 scientific papers in total, of which 36 full text, distributed as

follows:
- PhD dissertation — 1
- Doctor of Sciences dissertation — 1;
- Monograph based on Doctor of Sciences dissertation —1;
- Publications in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in Scopus and Web of
Science - 14;

- Publications in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals or edited collective works — 17;

- Collective university handbooks — 2;

- Participation in scientific conferences — 75, of which 43 abroad.

Regarding author’s position in the publications, the analysis shows sufficient fulfillment
of the requirements and high personal contribution to the scientific studies and results — the
applicant is single or first author in 42% of the publications.

Citations IF and SJR

Total number of citations - 101.

Total IF = 91.060; Individual IF =32.122 and SJR = 0.542.

Based on the analysis of the scientometric indicators, it can be concluded that the
candidate covers and significantly exceeds the minimum national requirements for scientific,
research and academic activity for the academic position of Professor (see Table 1).

Major scientific contributions

It is evident from the author's reference that large share of the scientific contributions
are original and innovative, and significant problems of public health have been analyzed from
a theoretical and practical point of view. The applicants’ scientific production is diverse, has a
scientific-theoretical, scientific-applied and practical nature and is focused in the following main
directions:

I Public health Problems:

1. Medico-social problems of vulnerable population groups:

- The health and social problems of migrants are analyzed. It was found that the public is
not aware of the social (78.8%) and health (86.2%) problems of migrants, but the health of
migrants is perceived (81.5%) as worse than that of the Bulgarian population and threatening
(88.8%) public health in the country. (Publications: List 13.7 — 5, 12; Citations: 16, 18).

2. Women's and children's health:

The regional differences in the country and the EU regarding the problems of women's
and children's health have been studied. (Publications: List 13.4 — 3, 9; List 13.6 — 2; List 13.7 —
1).

3. Health and demographic aspects of the population:

- The negative effects of the COVID-19 pandemic on public health in Bulgaria have been
analyzed. The rate of depopulation and aging of the population in Bulgaria and in particular in
the Pleven region is examined (Publications: List 13.4 — 7; List 13.6 — 4).

4. Health care, individual and family health:

- Cerebrovascular disease is analyzed as the single most significant cause of disease
burden in the world. The development of a standardized medical examination in primary
medical practice is presented, with the aim of obtaining a maximally detailed assessment of the
health status. An overview of family health analysis models is presented with an emphasis on
the family as an object of health care in the continuum of health. (Publications: List 13.4 -6, 8,
10; List 13.6 — 3; List 13.7 — 11, 17; Citations: 1, 10).

5. 5. Global burden of disease:

- The dynamics of the leading risk factors and causes of the global burden of diseases in
Bulgaria compared to the rest of the Balkan countries have been analyzed. (Publications: List
13.4—4; List 13.7 — 4, 16; Citations: 6, 9).

Il. Prevention and health promotion:

- The possibilities for real application of the principles of health promotion at the
workplace have been investigated. The benefits and limitations of implementing family-
oriented interventions in family health promotion are presented and discussed. The role of the
midwife at all levels and the overall prevention of HPV-associated diseases are analyzed.
(Publications: List 13.4—1, 5; List 13.7 — 3, 8, 10, 13; Citations: 3,4, 5, 7, 11, 13, 17, 19, 20).



1. Health policy and health systems:

-The reverse effect of underfunding on the efficiency of the health system in Bulgaria
has been analyzed. The country's highest provision of medical facilities and staff in primary
health care for the Pleven district has been established. Activities on preventive programs and a
reduction in the share of capitation payments were reported to be lower than the national
average. Bulgaria's delay in reaching the Sustainable Development Goals has been identified.
(Publications: List 13.4 - 2; List 13.6 — 1; List 13.7 — 2, 6, 9; Citations: 12).

IV. Education and training:

- A university course in "Migrant and Minority Health" for students from the Faculty of
Public Health at MU-Pleven is presented. A low level of awareness (43.6%) of first-year students
at the Medical University-Pleven was found regarding the risk factors of HPV infection and the
development of related diseases. (Publications: List 13.7 — 7, 14, 15; Citations: 14, 15).

Participation in scientific conferences

Assoc. prof. Kamburova demonstraits high scientific activity with 75 participations in scientific
forums (with poster and oral presentations), of which 43 abroad.

Participation in research projects and scientific juries

Assoc. prof. Kamburova participated in:

- 9 research projects: head of the project "Research Higher School: Medical University-
Pleven", funded by the National recovery and resilience plan; 1 national project with external
funding, and 6 research projects funded by MU-Pleven;

- 12 educational projects, of which 8 national and 4 international;

- 8 participations in scientific juries for awarding scientific degrees and academic titles.
IV TEACHING ACTIVITY

According to the presented certificate No. 1121/24.07.2024. for the last three academic
years Assoc. prof. Kamburova has completed a total of 4612.4 hours of teaching.

The teaching activity of the candidate includes the development and updating of
curricula, notes and tests, conducting lectures, exercises, pre-diploma internship and exams
with students from various specialties of Bulgarian- and English-language education at MU-
Pleven in a number of study disciplines, including: Social Medicine, Social Medicine and Health
Promotion, Health Epidemiology, Research Approaches in Medico-Social Work,
Sociology/Medical Sociology, Health Legislation, Migrant and Minority Health, etc.

V SCIENTIFIC ADVISING

Assoc. prof. Kamburova is the scientific advisor of three PhD students, one of which with
successfully defended PhD dissertation.
