By Order No. 2054/ 24/07/2024 of Prof. Dr. Dobromir Dimitrov, PhD., Rector of Medi-
cal University - Pleven, | have been appointed as a member of the Scientific Jury under the
procedure for attaining the academic position of Professor in the scientific specialty of Social
Medicine and Organization of Healthcare and Pharmacy, for the needs of the Department of
Social Medicine and Health Management at the Faculty of Public Health, MU-Pleven. At the
first meeting of the Scientific Jury, | was assigned to prepare a statement.

I. Biographical data and professional career of the candidate

Stela Georgieva was born on February 11, 1965 in Svishtov. She graduated from the
HMI-Pleven, majoring in Medicine in 1990. She started her work experience in 1991 as a
resident in the children's department at Levski Municipal Hospital, where she worked until
1998. The same year, after winning a competition, she attained the position of an Assistant
Professor in the Department of Social Medicine and Health Management at the HMI-Pleven
and successively rose to Senior Assistant Professor in 2003 and Chief Assistant Professor in
2006. For different periods of time, she has been performing the functions of a teaching as-
sistant and an administrative assistant.

In the course of her professional career, Dr. Georgieva acquired two specialties: Social
Medicine and Health Management and Healthcare Economics, successfully completed in
2003 and 2018, respectively.

The ESD of Doctor in Social Medicine and Organization of Healthcare and Pharmacy,
Stela Georgieva acquired in 2014.



From 2016 to the present, Mrs. Georgieva is an Associate Professor in the Department of
Public Health Sciences and the Department of Social Medicine and Health Management of
the Faculty of Public Health at MU-Pleven, and since 2022, she has been the Head of the
Center for Career Development at MU-Pleven.

To increase her qualifications as a teacher and researcher, Dr. Georgieva has conducted
a number of courses: Research Methodology, Basics of Pedagogy, Monitoring and Control
of HPV, Family Medicine, Cross-cultural Issues in Education, Handling Stress and Avoiding
Burnout, Global Career Development Facilitator, English for educators — advanced your ca-
reer, Innovative Educational Technologies, Education for Sustainable Development, etc.

She is fluent in written and spoken English and at a basic level in Russian. Dr. Georgieva
holds a certificate for computer training: basics of computer technologies using Windows and
MS Office.

II. Evaluation of scientific research activity

In the current competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Stela Georgieva presents herself with 36 ac-
tual publications and 71 participations in scientific forums, a total of 107 titles. The actual
publications are distributed, as follows:

» Dissertation - 1;

» Habilitation thesis in the form of a monograph presented in relation to the habil-
itation procedure — 1

» Publications in foreign and Bulgarian journals that are refereed and indexed in
Scopus and Web of Science — 13

» Publications in foreign and Bulgarian non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or ed-
ited collections with full-text publications - 19

» Co-authored teaching aids — 2

Dr. Georgieva has a marked personal contribution in the published works. She is the lead
author in 18 (50%) actual publications, the second author in 14 (39%) and the third and sub-
sequent author in 5 works (11%).

Dr. Georgieva’s citation reference includes 20 citations of publications in Bulgarian and
foreign sources. The citations are supported by evidentiary material and an official reference
from the Central Medical Library and the Library of MU-Pleven.

It is noteworthy that the candidate's publications are concentrated in profiled scientific
journals: Social Medicine, Journal of IMAB, Medical Review, General Medicine, The Black
Sea Journal of Medicine and Public Health, Nursing, etc. Dr. Stela Georgieva's publication
activity has been intense in the last 5 years (58% of the publications), and is mainly focused
on public health issues.



Dr. Georgieva's actual publications are divided into 4 thematic areas:

1. Status and Trends in Public Health: a total of 15 (40%) of the actual publications.
2. Prevention and Health Promotion: a total of 13 (34%) of the actual publications.
3. Health Policy and Health Systems: a total of 7 (18%) of the actual publications.
4. Education: a total of 3 (8%) of the actual publications.

Contributions by area are, as follows:

1. Status and Trends in Public Health: Works are presented in five main areas:
Health-demographic characteristics of the population, Medico-social problems and needs of
specific population groups (women, children, minorities and migrants), Epidemiology of so-
cially significant diseases and their determinants, Current aspects of public health in the era
of globalization, Global disease burden.

2. Disease Prevention and Health Promotion: Dr. Georgieva's scientific interest in this
area focuses on two of the significant areas of health promotion - the school and the work-
place environment as determining factors for the physical, mental and social well-being of
adolescents and persons of active age.

3. Health Policy and Health Systems: The fact that in order to achieve good results,
health should be a political priority, determines the candidate's desire to analyze data related
to the security of the system with personnel, organizations, etc.

4. Education is the fourth scientific area to which Dr. Georgieva's contributions are di-
rected. Part of the presented publications is related to the need to increase the competences
in health promotion and the need to develop a Master's program in Health Promotion is ar-
gued. To satisfy the outlined qualification needs, the potential of electronic distance learning
is commented.

Dr. Georgieva participated in 14 scientific and educational projects, including two interna-
tional, 6 national and 6 projects of MU-Pleven. Her scientific activity is complemented by 5
memberships in international and 6 in Bulgarian scientific and professional organizations.

The summarized characteristics of Dr. Stela Georgieva's scientometric indicators are pre-
sented in the following table:

lll. Evaluation of educational and teaching activities

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgieva's total work experience is 33 years, of which 25 years of
teaching experience at MU-Pleven. The candidate participates in the educational process of
the specialties from all structural units of the University (with the exception of the Faculty of
Pharmacy), conducting practical classes, lectures and developing educational materials for
the disciplines: social medicine (including English language teaching), health promotion at
the workplace, global public health trends, health promotion strategies, social medicine and
health promotion, health legislation.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgieva's diverse extracurricular educational activity is impressive: she
is the author and co-author of educational documentation, curricula for all the mentioned dis-
ciplines and their annual updating:

- She develops examination tests for the academic disciplines;

- She develops and incorporates presentations, learning tasks, tests and other materials
into the distance learning system;

- She patrticipates in university and state examination committees;

- She works with specialists in Occupational Medicine, Breastfeeding and Healthy and Die-
tary Nutrition Counseling, Public Health. At the moment, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgieva is the
supervisor of a doctor specializing in Public Health;

- She is a scientific supervisor of doctoral students;

- She works with students, doctoral students and specializing doctors in 4 educational pro-
jects;

- She developed and conducts three courses for postgraduate and continuing education,
included in the MU-Pleven postgraduate training plan, for doctors, nurses, health manag-
ers and public health specialists;

For the period from 2021 to the present (the last 3 academic years), Dr. Georgieva has
realized 4,751.6 equivalent hours, which amounts to 1,584 equal hours annual average.

IV. Personal impressions: | have known Dr. Stela Georgieva since 1999 as an extremely
balanced and emotionally intelligent person. As a scientific researcher, she is consistent,
thorough and precise both with herself and the people she works. With her benevolent char-
acter and openness, she realizes effective relationships with colleagues and students. It is
these qualities of hers that make her a good and desirable team partner.

CONCLUSION

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Stela Lyudmilova Georgieva presents herself with a sufficient number of
actual publications, the characteristics of which meet the requirements of the RDAS in MU-
Pleven and contain significant theoretical and applied contributions. The publications are
distinguished by a comprehensive view of both global public health issues and current as-
pects in the fields of infectious and non-infectious disease epidemiology, health promotion
and healthcare system management. The candidate has many years of teaching experience
in the individual specialties of the professional fields of Medicine, Public Health and
Healthcare at MU-Pleven.
