The candidate has submitted all the documentation necessary for preparing the opinion, in
accordance with the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the approved Rule for the Development of the Academic Staff at the
Medical University - Pleven.

EDUCATION AND QUALIFIACATION

Assist. Prof. Alexander Svilenov Pashev graduated with a bachelor's degree in "Engineering
Chemistry and Advanced Materials", Faculty of Chemistry - Sofia University in 2013 with a
thesis topic: "Reactions of six-membered cyclic anhydrides with cyclic compounds containing an
azomethine bond". In 2014, he obtained a master's degree in "Medicinal Chemistry", at the same
educational institution, with the thesis topic being: "Synthesis of new polycyclic acids containing
a quinolizidine ring". Until January 2018, he was a full-time doctoral student in the Department
of Organic Chemistry and Pharmacognosy, Faculty of Chemistry - Sofia University, with a thesis
topic: "Reactions of monocyclic anhydrides with cyclic imines - a method for the synthesis of
diastereomeric heteropolycyclic compounds™, which he successfully defended in 2024.

GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE CANDIDATE'S ACTIVITY

During his doctoral studies, he led laboratory exercises and seminars in Organic Chemistry for
students from the Faculty of Biology in the Department of Organic Chemistry and
Pharmacognosy, Faculty of Chemistry and Pharmacy - Sofia University (2015 - 2017). From
2015 to 08.2019, he was a part-time assistant in the Department of Chemistry and Biochemistry,
MU-Pleven, and from 10.2019 - until now: assistant in the Department of Chemistry and
Biochemistry, MU-Pleven.

Educational activities
The candidate has about 10 years of teaching experience as a part-time and full-time assistant at
the Medical University - Pleven. He has conducted laboratory classes in chemistry for Bulgarian



and foreign students in the specialty "Medicine". He develops and conducts laboratory classes
and seminars in Organic Chemistry for the specialty "Pharmacy". He conducts laboratory classes
in Pharmaceutical Analysis for students in the specialty "Pharmacy"”. He participates in the
development of electronic materials for the disciplines he teaches for the University's Distance
Learning System. He is one of the lecturers in the chemistry courses conducted at the university,
as well as in the DESO training in English. He is a member of the committee for reviewing the
chemistry candidate topics for BEO for various specialties at the Medical University - Pleven. In
2021 and 2022, he was awarded the "Most Outstanding Lecturer” award in the category "Non-
Habilitation Lecturers in Preclinical Disciplines™” at the Medical University - Pleven. For the last
three academic years, he has achieved a workload of over 1,560 equivalent hours.

Scientific activities

Assist. Prof. Pashev has participated in 1 international project of the Medical University - Pleven
funded by the European Union - NextGenerationEU, under the procedure "Creating a network of
research universities” from the National Recovery and Sustainability Plan. He has participated in
5 projects funded by the Medical University - Pleven and 2 projects funded by the Medical
University - Varna. These projects have a different scientific focus, which reveals his knowledge
and skills, as well as his ability to work successfully in a team with other specialties. The good
cooperation is reflected in the subsequent scientific publications in refereed and indexed
journals.

For the period 2020 - 2024, the candidate has submitted a report on participation in 3 scientific
forums with 4 reports abroad and 9 in Bulgaria with 10 reports. In this report, the candidate did
not take into account that he presented 2 reports at the same conference, which is why the
number of conferences presented differs from the actual one.

SCIENTIFIC INDICATORS

By group of indicators A (50 points):

Successfully defended dissertation for awarding the PhD degree on the topic "Reactions of
monocyclic anhydrides with cyclic imines - a method for the synthesis of diastereomeric
heteropolycyclic compounds", with two publications in journals with IF, both with Q2.

By group of indicators B (100 points):

A monograph entitled “Synthesis and biological activity of new DPP-1V inhibitors based on the
benzo[a]quinolizidine system” is presented, Publishing Center of MU-Pleven, 2024 ISBN 978-
954-756-357-5

By group of indicators G (200 points)

According to this indicator, 13 scientific publications are presented, in refereed and indexed
journals. Assist. Prof. Pashev is the first author in one article with Q1, one with Q3, and in 4
publications he is the second author. The publications have a total IF of 8. The total number of
articles presented by quartiles are: Q1 (1); Q2 (2); Q3 (6); Q4 (4).

With 200 points minimum requirements, the candidate collects 203 points, therefore fully meets
the criteria for this indicator.

By indicator D (50 points)



The candidate has presented 25 citations from foreign authors reported by Scopus, WoS and
Google Scholar, thus fully meeting the minimum requirements of 50 points.

The candidate's publication activity clearly outlines an upward career development and
systematic upgrading of basic and specialized knowledge in the field of organic chemistry.

SCIENTIFIC INTERESTS AND CONTRIBUTIONS
The main scientific interests and contributions of Assist. Prof. Pashev are in the following areas:

1. Organic synthesis, chemistry of heterocyclic compounds - related to the development
of synthetic methods for obtaining new heteropolycyclic compounds; study of the limits of
applicability of the developed methods; studies on the mechanism of processes /articles 1, 11, 12/

2. Spectral and chromatographic analysis of organic compounds - proving the structure of
newly obtained organic compounds; determination of the stereochemistry of organic compounds
using one- and two-dimensional NMR techniques /articles 7, 8, 9, 11, 12/

3. Biologically active substances of natural and synthetic origin - determination of the
main components of essential oils and extracts using spectral and chromatographic methods
farticles 2, 3, 4,5, 6, 7, 10, 11, 13/

4. Study of the structure-biological activity relationship of organic compounds - use of in
silico methods for assessing the biological activity of new heterocyclic compounds; presence of
correlation between the obtained theoretical data and the experimentally established in vitro
biological activity /article 11/.

REMARKS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

| have no critical remarks. | believe that a technical error was made in presenting the number of
conferences, which does not affect my final assessment of the candidate. I recommend that
Assist. Prof. Pashev continue to develop his scientific activities with participation in international
scientific projects and strive to be a lead author in his future publications.

CONCLUSION

The scientific production provided by Assist. Prof. Alexander Svilenov Pashev fully meets the
minimum requirements for occupying the position of Associate Professor as per the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules of the MU -
Pleven. His publications are oriented entirely in the field of the announced competition. He is a
young specialist, with research skills and a sense of responsibility, loves challenges.
