Regarding: Competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor” in the scientific
specialty "Orthopedics and Traumatology” at the Department of "Orthopedics and
Traumatology”, Faculty of Medicine, Medical University — Pleven. The competition was
announced in the State Gazette, Issue No. 8/28.01.2025. The competition is open for two

positions, and for each position there is a single candidate applying.
The candidate for one of the two announced positions is Dr. Emil Borisov Simeonov, MD.

Dr. Emil Borisov Simeonov was born on 03.02.1969 in Bulgaria. He completed his higher
education at the Higher Medical Institute — Pleven in 1995, obtaining a Master's degree in

Medicine. Subsequently, from 1995 to 2000, he specialized in Orthopedics at the same institute.

His professional career began as a physician-trainee at the Clinic of Orthopedics and
Traumatology, University Hospital "G. Stranski” — Pleven. He then progressed as a resident
physician (1999-2014) and later as a specialist orthopedist (since 2000) at the same hospital.
Concurrently with his clinical work, Dr. Simeonov developed an academic career at the Medical
University — Pleven, where he successively held the positions of Assistant Professor (2014—
2020) and Senior Assistant Professor (since 2020) in the Department of Orthopedics and

Traumatology, Faculty of Medicine.

In 2016, Dr. Simeonov defended his doctoral dissertation on the topic "Osteochondral Injuries —

Modern Diagnosis and Surgical Treatment™ and was awarded the academic degree of "Doctor" in



the specialty of Orthopedics and Traumatology. He is the author of the monograph "A
Contemporary Perspective on Cartilage Reconstruction Techniques” and has over 40 scientific

publications and reports presented at national and international scientific forums.

Dr. Simeonov's professional development includes numerous specializations and courses at
prestigious international centers. He holds certifications for various specialized activities,
including: Hip joint replacement (2009), Arthroscopic knee surgery (2009), Musculoskeletal
ultrasound (2009), Knee joint replacement (2013) and Hand surgery (2014). He has trained in
several European countries, including Slovenia, Turkey, France, Germany, Austria, Croatia,

Italy, Switzerland, and others.

Dr. Simeonov's main professional interests include arthroscopic surgery for soft tissue and
chondral injuries of the knee joint, primary and revision arthroplasty of the knee, hip, and
shoulder joints, reconstructive and minimally invasive traumatology, and ultrasound diagnostics
of the musculoskeletal system. Since 2023, he has been the national consultant in Orthopedics
and Traumatology.
Dr. Simeonov is a member of numerous professional organizations, including the Bulgarian
Medical Association, the Bulgarian Association of Orthopedics and Traumatology, the Bulgarian
Society for Hand Surgery, the European Federation of National Associations of Orthopaedics
and Traumatology (EFORT), AO Trauma BG, the European Society for Surgery of the Hand
(FESSH), the European Society for Sports Traumatology, Knee Surgery and Arthroscopy
(ESSKA), and

the American Academy of Orthopaedic Surgeons (AAOS).

He is proficient in English and Russian, possesses strong computer skills, and holds a driver's
license (categories A, B, and C). Dr. Simeonov actively participates in teaching medical students

and supervises residents in Orthopedics and Traumatology.

In the current competition, Dr. Emil Simeonov has submitted a total of 27 full-text publications
(3 related to his doctoral dissertation and 24 after obtaining the academic degree of "Doctor")
and 12 abstracts from participations in scientific forums in Bulgaria and abroad, distributed as

follows:



e Full-text publications in scientific journals and proceedings (excluding those related to
the doctoral dissertation) — 23, of which: Sole author — 7, Last author — 5, First author — 1

e Published book based on the defended doctoral dissertation for the award of the
educational and scientific degree of "Doctor"” — 1

e Citations — 20 (10 in scientific publications indexed in Scopus/Web of Science; 1 in
monographs and collective volumes with peer review; 9 in non-indexed journals with
peer review and ISBN).

The candidate's scientific works can be grouped into five main areas:

Arthroscopic surgery for chondral knee injuries

Arthroscopic diagnosis of rotator cuff injuries

Application of bioactive glass in orthopedics and traumatology
Reconstructive surgery for complicated fractures
Pharmacological and conservative approaches in orthopedics

Surgical treatment of bone tumors

Surgical treatment of brachial plexus injuries

First, in the field of arthroscopic surgery for chondral knee injuries, the author developed
innovative methods such as autologous osteochondral transplantation with cylindrical grafts and
the application of ChondroFiller Liquid. The results demonstrate significant improvement in
patients' functional outcomes, and the author proposes a therapeutic algorithm for treating such

injuries.



Second, in studies on arthroscopic diagnosis of rotator cuff injuries, the author identified a high
frequency of concomitant injuries (over 23%) in patients with shoulder instability and
emphasized the importance of a comprehensive treatment approach, including combined
techniques for restoring stability and functionality of the shoulder.

Third, the application of bioactive glass in orthopedics and traumatology proved to be an
effective alternative to traditional bone reconstruction methods. The author demonstrated that
this material reduces surgical time, promotes faster recovery, and lowers complication risks,

making it suitable for minimally invasive procedures.

Fourth, in reconstructive surgery for complicated fractures, the author presented innovative
techniques such as elastic stable intramedullary nailing (ESIN) for pediatric fractures and two-
stage treatment for vascular injuries. The results highlight the importance of precise diagnosis

and a multidisciplinary approach for successful outcomes.

Additionally, the author contributed to conservative approaches, proving the efficacy of radial
shockwave therapy (RSWT) and kinesiotaping for treating adhesive capsulitis and epicondylitis.
In the field of surgical treatment of bone tumors and brachial plexus injuries, the author
presented successful cases using innovative techniques that improve functional outcomes and

patients' quality of life.

Dr. Simeonov has presented an impressive number of surgical interventions performed over the
past three years — as lead surgeon — 1,523 operations, including: highly complex — 325;

complex

- 438; moderate — 572; minor — 188.

His teaching activities as a Senior Assistant Professor in "Orthopedics and Traumatology™ over
the past three years have been substantial, totaling 2,476.4 academic hours in the discipline
"Orthopedics and Traumatology"” in Bulgarian (BEO) and English (AEO), including lectures,
seminars, and practical training for 4th-year medical students (BEO and AEOQ) at the Faculty of



Medicine, as well as in "Orthopedics, Traumatology, and Orthotics", delivering lectures and
practical sessions for 2nd-year students in the "Physiotherapy” program, Faculty of Public
Health.
