(Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian Language) an-
nounced in State newspaper, issue 24/ 21.03.2025 for the needs of the Department of Social and
Pharmaceutical Care at the Medical College of the Medical University — Pleven.

For participation in the announced competition for the position of professor, the only candi-
date, Assoc. Prof. DSc Teodora Dimitrova Valova from the Medical University — Pleven, has
submitted documents.

The set of materials provided by the candidate in both paper and electronic form complies with
the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and its implementing
regulations. It includes the following documents: Application; CV; Diplomas, certificates, and their
appendices (for Bachelor's, Master's, PhD, Associate Professor, Doctor of Sciences, a certificate of
professional qualification as an English language teacher in primary education; a certificate of basic
and specialized computer skills for primary teachers); Certificate of work experience; Medical cer-
tificate; Conviction Status Certificate; Documents related to academic teaching activities; Official
note regarding scientific and project activities; Faculty council protocol; Author's reference for
compliance and fulfilment of minimum national requirements; Full-text list of scientific works and
publications; Citation reference for the candidate's publications; Report on search results of the
candidate's publications in databases; List of project participations; Author's reference for contribu-
tions after obtaining the Associate Professor position; Author's reference for participation in scientific
forums abroad and in Bulgaria; List of published university textbooks and manuals; Reference for
academic teaching workload for the 2021/22 — 2024/25 academic years; Author's reference for aca-
demic teaching activities from 2016 to 2025; Official notes and civil contracts for participation in
research projects; Scientific publications; Summaries of full-text published scientific works in Bul-
garian and English, and more.

The candidate for the position of professor, Teodora Valova, has submitted a total of 33 sci-
entific works for review, including: 1 monograph, 1 published book based on a defended disserta-
tion for the award of a Doctoral degree, a published university textbook and study, 10 full-text pub-
lications in scientific journals indexed in internationally renowned scientific databases (Web of
Science), 17 articles and reports published in non-refereed scientific journals and peer-reviewed
conference proceedings, of which 6 are in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals, 11 in peer-reviewed



publications from scientific forums included in the reference list of NACID, and 1 study published in
a non-refereed peer-reviewed journal.

Teodora Valova has participated in 48 scientific forums, of which 2 were abroad, 12 had
international participation, and 34 were national scientific conferences. Her personal contributions
include: in publications — original scientific ideas, organization and/or execution of research, data
processing, writing, editing, and presenting reports at scientific forums; in scientific forums — npar-
ticipation in organizational and scientific committees of academic sessions at the Medical College of
the Medical University — Pleven (7 participations), the Annual International Scientific Conference of
the Faculty of Aviation, the National Military University ,,Vasil Levski*“ (2 participations), and
serving as a reviewer for scientific proceedings from conferences (5 collections).

A total of 33 scientific works are accepted for review and counted in the final assessment.
These works are separate from those submitted in previous procedures — such as obtaining the As-
sociate Professor title and defending a dissertation for the Doctor of Sciences degree.

2. Brief Biographical Data of the Candidate

Teodora Dimitrova Valova graduated with a degree in Primary School Pedagogy from Veliko
Tarnovo University "St. St. Cyril and Methodius" in 1990. She earned her PhD in 1999 after com-
pleting her doctoral studies at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski". She worked as a senior as-
sistant (2001) at the Institute for Continuing Education at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski."
Between 2002 and June 2010, she was a part-time lecturer at the Pedagogical College of Veliko
Tarnovo University "St. St. Cyril and Methodius®.

Since June 9, 2010, she has been an Associate Professor at Veliko Tarnovo University, within
the Specialized Academic Council on Pedagogy at the Higher Attestation Commission under the
Council of Ministers. She was Deputy Director of the Pedagogical College — Pleven during her
2013-2016 term. Since December 1, 2016, she has been an Associate Professor at the Medical
University — Pleven, where she teaches Bulgarian language to international medical students (Mas-
ter's degree), Pedagogy and Social Pedagogy (Social Activities specialization, Professional Bache-
lor's degree).

In 2019, she completed a specialization in Cross-border Bulgarian Studies at Sofia University
"St. Kliment Ohridski,” Faculty of Slavic Philology, obtaining a professional qualification as a
Magister of Bulgarian Philology. In 2024, she earned the academic degree Doctor of Sciences at
Sofia University. Since 2024, she has been the Head of the Department of Social and Pharmaceutical
Care at the Medical College of the Medical University — Pleven.

Associate Professor Dr. Teodora Valova has participated in a national educational project under
the National Science Fund and three international projects, where she serves as the Bulgarian coor-
dinator. She is the President of the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria — Pleven Branch, the coordinator of
the Regional Academic Center at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, Vice President of the Alliance
of Universities of Central Eastern Europe, and a member of the editorial boards of International
Journal of Language and Linguistics and Kindergarten journal. She also contributes to the editorial
boards of seven scientific collections. She has a total of 41 years of professional experience, 14 of
which are in teaching.

3. General Description of the Candidate’s Activities

The teaching and research activities of T. Valova are extensive and diverse. Based on the au-
thor’s report attached to the procedure documents and the certificate issued by the Medical University
- Pleven, it is evident that the candidate for professor exceeds the required in-class and extracur-
ricular workload. For the academic years 2021/22 — 2024/25, T. Valova has completed a total of
2433.8 hours of teaching workload.

T. Valova is engaged in: 1) Teaching foreign students in the Medicine program (Master’s de-
gree), conducting exercises in the following subjects: Bulgarian Language I: Teaching foreign stu-



dents in Bulgarian — only for AEO; Bulgarian Language Il: Teaching foreign students in Bulgarian —
only for AEO; Bulgarian Language Ill: Teaching foreign students in Bulgarian — only for AEO,;
Bulgarian Language I: Teaching foreign students in Bulgarian — only for BEO. 2) Teaching students
in the Social Activities program (Professional Bachelor's degree) through lectures and exercises in
the following subjects: Pedagogy; Social Pedagogy.

T. Valova has developed and updated the curricula for the disciplines she teaches. She has
created methodological materials for lectures, including digital educational resources and presenta-
tions for lecture courses, as well as materials for practical exercises in the subjects she instructs. In her
teaching practice, she employs modern pedagogical methods and the latest advancements in com-
munication and information technologies.

She provides methodological support to students for participation in scientific forums through
research papers or poster presentations. Additionally, she organizes and facilitates logistical assis-
tance for students in the Social Activities program (Professional Bachelor's degree) to participate in
the Erasmus+ Resource Teacher Training and eTwinning activities.

Furthermore, she coordinates and provides logistical support for students in the Healthcare
Social Activities program (Bachelor’s degree) to participate in the National Conference “European
Citizenship — Celebrating What Unites Us” (March 27-28, 2025, Veliko Tarnovo). She also oversees
student involvement from various disciplines — Medicine, Pharmacy, Social Activities, Pharmacy
Assistant, Radiology Technician, Medical Cosmetics, and Medical Laboratory Technician—in in-
ternational projects.

T. Valova engages students from Bulgarian- and English-language Medicine programs,
Pharmacy, Social Activities, Pharmacy Assistance, Radiology Technology, Medical Cosmetics,
Medical Laboratory Science, and Healthcare Social Activities in national initiatives and related ac-
ademic endeavours.

In her capacity as the Coordinator of the Regional Academic Center at the Bulgarian Academy
of Sciences (BAS), she has facilitated over 70 theoretical and practical training sessions and initia-
tives during the period 2021-2025.

She is the academic advisor of two PhD students, one of whom has been granted the right to
defend and is scheduled for a public dissertation defense. The attached documents — contracts and
certificates — demonstrate her active participation in numerous prestigious national and interna-
tional research projects. She is actively engaged in all academic initiatives at the Medical Univer-
sity - Pleven. The candidate's diverse teaching and research activities reflect the high level of her
academic, pedagogical, and methodological competence.

The research and applied scientific work of the candidate for the academic position of profes-
sor, T. Valova, are closely intertwined with her teaching and educational practice. This is clearly
demonstrated by her scholarly publications.

For the academic appointment of professor, the following materials have been submitted for
review: one monograph, one published book based on a defended dissertation for the award of the
educational and scientific degree "Doctor," a published university textbook and scholarly study, ten
full-text publications in scientific journals indexed in globally recognized databases such as Scopus
and Web of Science, seventeen articles and conference papers published in non-refereed scientific
journals and peer-reviewed collections, six of which appear in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals
and eleven in peer-reviewed scientific proceedings from academic forums included in the reference
list of NACID. Additionally, one scholarly study has been published in a non-refereed peer-reviewed
journal.

Among the works submitted by T. Valova for the professorship application, the following titles
stand out as having significant contributions in the realms of scientific research, applied sciences, and
methodological advancements:

The monograph is dedicated to a contemporary issue related to the teaching and acquisition of
Bulgarian as a second (foreign) language within the educational system of higher medical schools in
Bulgaria. The author examines doctor-patient interaction in the context of healthcare communication
from the perspective of its informational and sociocultural significance, the development of skills for
listening to and interpreting patients’ narratives as an integral part of the therapeutic process, and the
alignment of second (foreign) language instruction with various levels of comprehension of literary
texts.

The study substantiates the necessity of learning the national language, highlighting the ad-
vantages and benefits of its acquisition. Based on the challenges that future medical professionals
face in clinical communication with Bulgarian-speaking patients, the knowledge of the national
language, along with the mastery of its social conventions and cultural aspects, is identified as a
significant professional competence.

The issue of developing both theoretical and practical communicative skills, as well as fostering
in students an in-depth understanding of the culture of the Bulgarian-speaking environment, is ad-
dressed with a focus on the connection between the study of specialized language and its appropriate
use in sociocultural healthcare settings. The importance of cultivating and enhancing the ability to
express value-based attitudes with a conscious humanistic orientation through engagement with
literary texts in the process of learning Bulgarian as a second (foreign) language is emphasized.

Various manifestations of communication in clinical dialogue are analytically examined — as a
key instrument for meaning-making and significance construction, and as a foundational element in
establishing sociocultural interactions within doctor-patient relationships. A communicative-cultural
approach is employed, based on the understanding that literature not only provides ideas and
knowledge but also stimulates the development of professional communicative competence in future
physicians for communication in a healthcare environment.

The monograph is distinguished by an optimal structure, comprising an introduction, research
perspective, three chapters, conclusion, and bibliography.

Chapter One substantiates the object and subject of the research in line with its aim. Drawing
on a thorough and accurate interpretation of theoretical concepts from a wide range of sources and
authors, the categories of “meaning” and “significance” in communication are examined. A con-
ceptual analysis is presented in the spirit of Niklas Luhmann. Medical communication is analyzed as
part of a broader social mechanism through which multi-subjective interaction is formed and realized
in the healthcare setting. Applying the communicative-cultural approach to Bulgarian language in-
struction as a second (foreign) language, the chapter explores certain functional and content-related
features and proposes solutions related to teaching procedures in both literature and medicine. These
aim to foster in students the ability to comprehend the importance of cultural artefacts and apply such
knowledge in the healing process.

Chapter Two delves into the specifics of foreign language education for medical students. It
outlines the characteristics of tools and techniques for generating meaning and constructing signifi-
cance. Based on an exploration of cultural models, traditions, and national characteristics, it examines
differences in perceptions of health and illness, as well as treatment approaches. The author’s gen-
eralizations and conclusions convincingly call for a reconsideration of the content and medical di-
mensions of teaching Bulgarian as a second language for medical purposes.

Chapter Three presents and substantiates an original educational model that humanizes
communication in medical practice within the Bulgarian-speaking environment. This is an original
authorial construct with practical applicability. The pedagogical model is supported by a narra-



tive-based approach to language acquisition through the introduction of literary texts that explicate
sociocultural stereotypes and relations. The three levels of reception within the model and its con-
ceptual cores are outlined. As a result of the research, a corpus of carefully selected literary texts
applicable to preparing students for clinical communication has been developed.

Based on the conducted study, both scientific and applied results are presented, including the
identification and interpretation of problematic areas in the formation of discourse competence in
future physicians. Through the clarification and substantiation of the organizational, functional, and
cyclical character of the modular educational system designed for teaching Bulgarian to medical
students, key linguodidactic emphases are highlighted. A methodological analysis supports the
proposed approaches for developing professional skills in humane and ethically grounded commu-
nication with patients.

The ideas and principles articulated in the monograph offer applicability both for educational
purposes and for the work of doctors and other medical professionals, as well as language instructors
and others encountering similar challenges in their practice. The study introduces new methodolog-
ical ideas in a specific academic domain and addresses related problems — constituting the original
contribution of the reviewed monograph.

Emphasis is placed on the formation of communicative and
speech skills within a constructivist learning environment. A teaching model is developed that em-
ploys constructive activity as an extralinguistic context for speech development. The model is pre-
sented through conceptual cores, which serve to cultivate specific competencies such as active
learning and cognitive engagement. The model is characterized by originality and practical applica-
bility. An original hypothesis is substantiated by the author. New methodological ideas are proposed
and justified within a specific scientific field, along with the related issues it encompasses. This
constitutes the contributory nature of the research.

The textbook has a clear practical orientation and is designed to support instructors in planning,
organizing, and conducting Bulgarian language exercises with international students studying med-
icine who aim to improve their communicative skills in the context of their future professional
practice. The resource enriches and enhances the linguistic, communicative, and intercultural com-
petences of foreign students by integrating literary texts into Bulgarian language instruction. Through
carefully selected works from classical and contemporary Bulgarian literature — short stories, ex-
cerpts from novels, and poetry — students develop skills in reading comprehension, oral and written
interpretation, and engaging in discussions on key themes from medical practice. Each text is ac-
companied by practical language exercises aimed at expanding vocabulary and building communi-
cative competence in a medical context. Particular emphasis is placed on narrative medicine—an
approach that encourages future doctors to listen to patients’ personal stories, develop empathy, and
foster humane relationships in the clinical setting. The textbook cultivates discourse competence,
interpretive thinking, and communicative sensitivity among students. The content is tailored to the
specific linguistic and communicative needs of future medical professionals and is intended for use in



university courses in Bulgarian as a second (foreign) language, with a focus on the development of
communicative competence in medical environments.

The textbook is structured into two parts: Part One includes methodological units for exercises
in Bulgarian for medical purposes, in which literary texts are integrated and grouped into three in-
structional modules: Development of communicative competences for empathetic communication
with the patient; Development of communicative competences for ethical and deontological com-
munication with the patient; Formation and enhancement of communicative competences for pro-
fessional communication with the patient. Each methodological unit contains a topic, clearly defined
objectives, a literary analysis of the selected text, concrete recommendations for organizing the
learning process, and suggested approaches for implementing both the overall lesson structure and its
individual components. Part Two presents a corpus of literary texts applicable to preparing students
for clinical communication and aimed at humanizing medical verbal practice in a Bulgarian-speaking
context. The textbook can be used both in courses in Bulgarian as a second (foreign) language and in
language modules within other fields of study. It provides an opportunity for integrated language
learning and for gaining insights into the essence of the medical profession through the lens of liter-
ature. This constitutes the original contribution of the textbook. New methodological ideas are
proposed and substantiated within a specific academic field, addressing both the field itself and its
related issues.

The report interprets medical humanities as an interdisciplinary field that integrates educational
content from various humanistic disciplines — such as art, philosophy, history, and literature — into



medical education with the aim of developing professional skills that foster deeper understanding and
more effective interaction between doctor and patient. The interdisciplinary methodology is com-
prehensively presented in a practice-oriented dimension, particularly in its integration into clinical
practice, with the goal of cultivating trust-based and ethically grounded doctor—patient relationships.
This reflects the applied and contributory character of the report’s content.

The review emphasizes a selection of scholarly publications that represent the original
conceptual contributions of T. Valova. However, it does not address scientific publications — arti-
cles and conference papers that were co-authored.

I accept the scientific, applied-scientific, and methodological contributions presented by T.
Valova, which have been reflected in her publications.

The methodological concepts proposed in the publications represent an original authorial con-
struct, developed and substantiated by the candidate on the basis of conducted research, and subse-
quently validated in practice.

The documents submitted as part of the procedure clearly demonstrate that the candidate for the
academic position of Professor meets the required number of citations. According to the attached
report and the reviewed databases — Scopus, Web of Science, and Google Scholar — a total of 13
citations in foreign sources and 2 in Bulgarian sources have been identified. The candidate’s works
have been cited in peer-reviewed monographs and collective scientific works (18 citations), as well as
in articles or reviews in non-refereed but peer-reviewed journals by Bulgarian authors (4 citations).
The citations are found in publications by authors who are not part of research teams in which the
candidate has participated. The cited publications of the candidate have not been used in previous
application procedures.

The reference attached to the documentation concerning the candidate’s individual scien-
tometric indicators and their compliance with the minimum national requirements demonstrates that
the quantitative criteria for occupying the academic position of Professor have been fulfilled. In
fact, in several of the criteria, the number of accumulated points significantly exceeds the minimum
requirements. For example, the sum of the indicators in Group G (from 4 to 10) is 407.5, whereas the
minimum requirement is 200 points. The sum of the indicators in Group D (from 11 to 13) is 200,
with a minimum requirement of 100 points. The sum of the indicators in Group E (from 15 onwards)
is 135, exceeding the minimum requirement of 100 points.

Assessment of the Candidate’s Personal Contribution

The candidate's research and applied scientific work are distinguished by the depth and rigor of
the conducted studies, the diversity of research interests, and the continuous development, refine-
ment, and expansion of their ideas. These characteristics are evidence of scientific achievement and
make a substantive contribution to the advancement of the academic field in which the candidate
operates.

Through her scholarly publications, T. Valova contributes to the creation of new methodo-
logical concepts and the enrichment of existing ones concerning the teaching of Bulgarian as a for-
eign language. The authorial models presented in the publications are well-founded, tested in prac-
tice, and the results of their application have been thoroughly analyzed. It is in this context that the
scientific, applied-scientific, and methodological contributions of the candidate's publications for the
position of Professor are most clearly expressed.
