By Order No. 1218/ 30.04.2025 of the Rector of the Medical University — Pleven, |
have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury in the competition for the academic
position of “Professor” in the field of higher education 1. Pedagogical Sciences, professional
field 1.3. “Pedagogy of Teaching ...” (Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian Language),
announced for the needs of the Department of Social and Pharmaceutical Activities at the
Medical College, Medical University — Pleven.

One candidate has submitted documents for participation in the announced competition:
Assoc. Prof. D.Sc Teodora Dimitrova Valova, Department of Social and Pharmaceutical
Activities, Medical College at MU-Pleven.

1. General Overview of the Research, Applied Scientific and Methodological
Activity of the Candidate

Assoc. Prof. D.Sc Teodora Dimitrova Valova has submitted a total of 33 publications,
including: one monograph submitted as her habilitation thesis; one published book based on
her defended doctoral dissertation for the award of the academic degree "Doctor"; 10 articles
and papers published in scientific journals indexed in internationally recognised databases; 17
articles and papers published in peer-reviewed but non-indexed scientific journals; and one
study published in a non-indexed peer-reviewed journal. Of the submitted works, 27 are in
Bulgarian, 4 in English, and 1 in Russian. Eight of the articles and papers are co-authored.

The number of participations in scientific forums is noteworthy — 48 in total — where the
candidate has presented and submitted her work for scholarly discussion. Of these forums,
two were held abroad, twelve had international participation, and thirty-four were national.

As reflected in the submitted works, the candidate's research activity lies within the
fields of: theory and practice of teaching Bulgarian as a second (foreign) language, literary
education, and aspects of early foreign language acquisition..

The scientific output of Assoc. Prof. D.Sc T. Valova is undoubtedly distinguished and
impactful. This is evidenced by 22 confirmed citations listed in the candidate’s reference list.
Furthermore, her involvement in four research projects — three of which are international —
confirms the validation and practical implementation of her research findings. Additional
evidence in this regard is provided by the publication of a university teaching manual.

The significant scale of her scientific accomplishments is further demonstrated by her
participation in prestigious projects and the substantial number of her publications indexed in
the Web of Science database. The candidate also serves as a co-supervisor for two doctoral
students, as documented by the enclosed enrolment and dissertation defence eligibility orders.

Based on the above, the following conclusions can be drawn regarding the candidate’s
research, applied, and teaching activities: 1) The presented scientific works, achievements,
and results are in alignment with the field and scope of the announced academic position; 2)
The scientific production is thorough and innovative, addressing the current needs of the
academic field and direction of the competition; 3)The submitted works are characterised by
precision, clarity of language, and full compliance with academic standards; 4)The scholarly



contributions of Assoc. Prof. D.Sc Teodora Valova also extend to peripheral and specialised
thematic areas, explored through an interdisciplinary approach.

In light of the above, | conclude that the candidate has submitted a body of publications
sufficient in both quantity and quality to meet the national minimum requirements for
appointment to the academic position of “Professor” in the relevant field of higher education,
as well as the internal university criteria for appointment to the academic position of
“Professor” as stipulated by the regulations of the Medical University — Pleven.

2. Evaluation of the Candidate’s Pedagogical Training and Teaching Activity

Assoc. Prof. D.Sc Teodora Dimitrova Valova graduated from St. Cyril and St.
Methodius University of Veliko Tarnovo in 1990. Between 1996 and 1998, she was a doctoral
student in the field of Methodology of Bulgarian Language and Literature Teaching under a
doctoral programme of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”. She obtained the educational
and scientific degree “Doctor” in 1999. Since 2001, she has worked as a Senior Assistant
Professor at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”. From 2002 until June 2010, she served
as a part-time lecturer at the Pedagogical College of St. Cyril and St. Methodius University of
Veliko Tarnovo. Since 2010, she has held the academic position of Associate Professor at the
same institution. From 2013 to 2016, she was Deputy Director of the Pedagogical College in
Pleven.

In 2016, she was appointed Associate Professor at the Medical University — Pleven,
where she teaches Bulgarian as a foreign language to international medical students (Master’s
level), as well as Pedagogy and Social Pedagogy in the Social Activities programme
(Professional Bachelor level). In 2019, she completed a Master's degree in Cross-border
Bulgarian Studies at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, obtaining the qualification
“Master in Bulgarian Philology”. In 2024, she was awarded the scientific degree “Doctor of
Sciences” by Sofia University. Since 2024, she has served as Head of the Department of
Social and Pharmaceutical Activities at the Medical College of the Medical University —
Pleven.

She is Chair of the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria — Pleven branch; Coordinator of the
Regional Academic Centre at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences; Vice-President of the
Alliance of Universities of Central and Eastern Europe; member of the editorial boards of the
International Journal of Language and Linguistics and Detzka Gradina (“Kindergarten”); and
has participated in the editorial boards of eight scientific collections.

The submitted monograph, scientific publications, and teaching manual support the
teaching process at MU—Pleven and are suitable for the development of Bulgarian as a foreign
language teaching in other universities and academic disciplines. Noteworthy is the
candidate’s ability to successfully integrate her scientific and teaching activities, thereby
contributing significantly to the enhancement of student learning quality.

The above facts serve as the basis for a highly positive assessment of the candidate’s
pedagogical qualifications, academic accomplishments, and administrative contributions.

3. General Overview of the Application Materials and the Candidate’s Academic
Contributions.

The scientific contributions outlined in the candidate’s reference list are fully accepted.
They can be grouped as follows:

3.1. Scientific Contributions:

3.1.1. A comprehensive and up-to-date review of national and international scholarly
literature concerning the potential of literary texts in developing, enhancing, and refining the
communicative competencies required for clinical discourse among medical students. (G6.3;
G6.4; G7.1; G7.2; G7.3; G7.7, G7.11; G7.15; 13.2; B)

3.1.2. Synthesis and analysis of the results from two questionnaire-based studies,
identifying and evidencing problematic areas in the formation of communicative competence



within the Bulgarian language curriculum for medical students. The studies demonstrate the
necessity of integrating the aesthetic, communicative, pragmatic, and ethical functions of
literary texts. (G6.1; G6.3; G6.4; G7.2; G7.3; G7.4; G7.7; 13.2; B; E21.1)

3.1.3. Analysis of the cultural, social, and functional-technological aspects of teaching
Bulgarian for communicative and professional purposes, conducted through the author's
selection and thematic organisation of literary texts. Contributions to theory include: (1)
mastering communicative competence and (2) developing social behaviour. Systematisation
of key theoretical concepts is also achieved. (G6.1; G6.4; G6.5; G7.1; G7.4; G7.5; G7.6;
G7.9; G7.10; 13.2; B)

3.1.4. Development of a conceptual framework for the use of literary texts to support
the formation, enhancement, and development of the communicative competencies necessary
for clinical discourse in medical students. (G6.1; G6.2; G6.3; G7.4; 13.2; B; E21.1)

3.2. Applied Scientific Contributions:

3.2.1. The development of an original Communicative-Cultural Approach, which
includes: the use of literary fiction as a source of ideas; interdisciplinary dialogue between
literature and medicine; and linguistic and communicative activities aimed at developing
critical thinking and addressing moral and clinical case studies. (G7.2; 13.2; B)

3.2.2. The design of an original didactic model employing semantic-aesthetic and
methodological approaches to working with literary texts in the context of Bulgarian language
instruction for medical students. (G7.2; 13.2; 22.1; B)

3.2.3. ldentification and substantiation of key problem areas that are essential for the
development of communicative competence in the Bulgarian language learning process for
international medical students. (G6.2; G6.4; G7.14; 13.2; B)

3.2.4. Synthesis and analysis of data derived from the academic activities of 48 students
enrolled in both English-language and Bulgarian-language Master's programmes in medicine.
(13.2; B)

3.3. Methodological Scientific Contributions

3.3.1. Creation of an original diagnostic toolkit with clearly defined criteria, indicators,
and benchmarks for assessing the effectiveness of step-by-step acquisition of key
communicative competencies. (G7.2; 13.2)

3.3.2. Empirically validated positive trends in the development of professional
communicative competence aimed at addressing diagnosed communicative challenges faced
by future physicians. (G7.2; G7.3; 13.2; 22.1; B; E21.1; E21.2)

3.3.3. Methodological solutions for the acquisition of Bulgarian and foreign languages
using virtual learning platforms. (G6.5; G6.6; G6.7; G7.8; G7.10; G7.12; G7.13; G7.16;
G7.17; G7.18)

4. Evaluation of the Significance of Contributions to Science and Practice

The candidate’s stated contributions are highly regarded and are accepted as original
work. The results achieved form a solid foundation for the development of both theoretical
and practice-oriented methodological systems for effective language instruction. The
proposed methodological concepts are of particular relevance to addressing the
communicative issues identified among future medical professionals.

5. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

I have no critical remarks. | recommend that Associate Professor, Doctor of Science
Teodora Valova continue her active researches, further deepen the investigations, and expand
her studies on the examined issues.

6. Conclusion
The documents and scholarly output submitted by Assoc. Prof. D.Sc Teodora Valova

Bulgaria, its corresponding regulations, as well as the internal Regulations for the Selection,
Development, and Evaluation of Academic Staff at the Medical University — Pleven.
