regarding the scientific work presented in the competition for the academic position of
PROFESSOR
in the field of higher education: 1. Pedagogical Sciences, Professional field: 1.3. Pedagogy of
Bulgarian language education (Methodology of Bulgarian language education),

announced by Order No. 1218/30.04.25 of the Rector of the Medical University of Pleven,

published in the State Gazette, issue 24 of 21.03.2025, for the candidate: Associate Professor,
Doctor of Sciences Teodora Valova

1. General characteristics of the scientific-research and scientific-applied activity of the
candidate

The announced competition features a single applicant — Associate Professor, Doctor of
Science, Teodora Dimitrova Valova. She presents a total of 33 publications, including:

e One monograph submitted as the habilitation work;

e One published book based on a defended dissertation for the award of the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor" or the scientific degree "Doctor of Science";

e Ten articles and conference papers published in peer-reviewed scientific journals indexed in
internationally recognized databases;

e Seventeen articles and papers published in non-refereed but peer-reviewed journals or in
edited collective volumes;

e One study published in a non-refereed but peer-reviewed journal or in an edited collective
volume.

Out of the total submitted works, 27 are in Bulgarian, 4 are in English, 1 in Russian. Nine (8)
of the publications are co-authored. The candidate presents an impressive number of articles and
papers published in scientific outlets indexed in prominent international databases. Of the submitted
articles and papers, 8 are co-authored.

Noteworthy is the substantial participation in scientific forums (48 in total), where the author
presents and discusses her findings. According to the submitted report, 2 of these forums took place
abroad, 12 had international participation, and 34 were national scientific conferences.

The candidate’s research activity, as evident from the presented works, falls within the
following thematic areas: the theory and practice of teaching Bulgarian as a second (foreign)
language, literature education, and aspects of early foreign language learning. The scientific output
of Associate Professor DSc. Valova is undoubtedly recognizable. This is evidenced by 22 confirmed
citations listed in the reference report provided to demonstrate compliance with the minimum
national requirements under the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act
(ZRASRB). The data reflect the evident recognition of her work within the scientific community.

Four projects (three of which are international) further confirm the relevance and application
of the candidate’s research results in practice. Supporting evidence in this regard includes a
published teaching aid.

The presented data reveal an impressive research activity, focused on both theoretical and
applied scientific fields, and supported by methodological contributions. The solid scope of
scientific achievements is reflected in participation in prestigious projects and the significant
number of publications indexed in the Web of Science database—a notable accomplishment in the
humanities, particularly in the professional field 1.3 "Pedagogy of Language Education™
(Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian Language), where publication volume is typically limited.

The candidate is engaged in joint academic supervision of two PhD students, as evidenced by
the attached copies of the enrollment orders and the order for withdrawal with the right to defend
for one of the PhD students.

Based on the presented characteristics of the candidate’s research, applied scientific, and



teaching activities, the following conclusions can be drawn:
e The submitted scientific works, demonstrated achievements, and results align with the field
and focus of the announced academic competition;
e The scientific output is in-depth, innovative, and responsive to the current needs of the
scientific field and direction of the competition;
e The works exhibit scientific and methodological precision in their conclusions, are written in
accessible language, and fully meet academic standards;
e The academic work of Associate Professor DSc Teodora Valova extends to certain
borderline and specialized thematic fields, explored within an interdisciplinary framework.
Based on the above, | conclude that the candidate has presented a sufficient volume and
quality of publications, thereby meeting not only the national minimum requirements for the
academic position of "Professor” in the field of Higher Education Area 1 — "Pedagogical Sciences",
Professional Field 1.3 "Pedagogy of Language Education” (Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian),
but also the internal university requirements for holding the academic position of "Professor" in
accordance with the Regulations of the Medical University — Pleven.

2. Assessment of the candidate’s pedagogical preparation and activity

Assoc. Prof. DSc. Teodora Dimitrova Valova completed her degree in Pedagogy at St. Cyril
and St. Methodius University of Veliko Tarnovo in 1990. Her professional career has been closely
connected to both school and university education systems.

Between 1996 and 1998, she was a doctoral student in Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian
Language and Literature at the Department for Qualification and Continuing Education of Teachers
(DIUU), under a doctoral program at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”. She earned her PhD
(Doctor of Educational and Scientific Degree) in 1999.

Since 2001, she has been working as a Senior Assistant Professor at Sofia University. From
2002 to June 2010, she taught as an adjunct faculty member at the Pedagogical College of St. Cyril
and St. Methodius University of Veliko Tarnovo. In 2010, she was appointed Associate Professor at
the same university (by the Specialized Scientific Council on Pedagogy at the Higher Attestation
Commission under the Council of Ministers). She served as Deputy Director of the Pedagogical
College in Pleven during the 2013-2016 term.

Since 2016, she has been an Associate Professor at the Medical University — Pleven, where
she teaches Bulgarian as a foreign language to international medical students (Master's level), as
well as courses in Pedagogy and Social Pedagogy in the "Social Activities" program (Professional
Bachelor’s level).

In 2019, she completed a Master's degree in Cross-Border Bulgarian Studies at Sofia
University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, Faculty of Slavic Studies, and received the qualification Master
of Bulgarian Philology. In 2024, she was awarded the Doctor of Science degree at Sofia University.

As of 2024, she serves as Head of the Department of Social and Pharmaceutical Activities at
the Medical College of the Medical University — Pleven.

A participant in the editorial boards of eight scientific collections.
The monograph, scientific publications, and teaching manual submitted for evaluation are
designed to support the educational process at the Medical University — Pleven and are suitable for
promoting the study of Bulgarian as a foreign language in other universities and for students in
other academic programs. These materials are professionally developed and aligned with approved
curricula, syllabi, and other academic guidelines.

What stands out is Assoc. Prof. Valova’s ability to effectively integrate her scientific and



teaching activities, significantly contributing to the improvement of the quality of student education.
Her active international engagement, particularly through participation in international projects, is
also notable.

The facts presented warrant a high evaluation of the candidate’s pedagogical training,
scientific accomplishments, and administrative work. She fully meets the criteria for appointment to
the academic position of Professor in the Higher Education Area 1. Pedagogical Sciences,
Professional Field 1.3: Pedagogy of Language Education (Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian
Language), in accordance with the needs of the Medical University — Pleven.

3.1.1. A comprehensive and up-to-date review of national and international scholarly literature
regarding the potential of literary texts to influence the development, refinement, and advancement
of communicative competences essential for professional communication within the clinical
discourse of medical students. (Indicators: G6.3; G6.4; G7.1; G7.2; G7.3; G7.7; G7.11; G7.15;

3.1.2. Synthesis and analysis of the results from two empirical surveys—one involving 300
respondents (students enrolled in English-language and Bulgarian-language programs at the
Medical University — Pleven), and another involving 111 hospitalized patients. The study identifies
and substantiates critical problem areas that affect the development of communicative competence
in the Bulgarian language training of medical students. It demonstrates the necessity of integrating
the aesthetic, communicative, pragmatic, and ethical functions of literary texts in this educational
process. The candidate proposes practical measures to address these issues. (Indicators: G6.1;

3.1.3. An in-depth analysis of the cultural, social, and functional-technological aspects of
learning Bulgarian for communicative-professional purposes, based on the author’s selection and
thematic organization of literary texts. This contribution enriches theoretical perspectives in two
main dimensions: the acquisition of communicative competence and the development of socially
appropriate behavior. The work refines theoretical constructs by systematizing key concepts related
to communicative competence, viewed as a vital component of the professional competence of
healthcare specialists. The systematization includes terminology from various educational domains.
(Indicators: G6.1; G6.4; G6.5; G7.1; G7.4; G7.5; G7.6; G7.9; G7.10; 13.2; B)

3.1.4. The development of a conceptual framework for the application of literary texts to
foster the formation, refinement, and enhancement of communicative competences necessary for
effective professional communication within the clinical discourse of medical students.
(Indicators: G6.1; G6.2; G6.3; G7.4; 13.2; B; E21.1)

3.2. Applied Scientific Contributions in the Following Areas

3.2.1. The development of an original Communicative-Cultural Approach, which includes:

e The use of literary texts as sources of ideas, knowledge, and emotions that strongly impact
learners’ personalities and effectively develop the aesthetic component of their
communicative competence;

e An interdisciplinary dialogue between literature and medicine, enabling students to
recognize the significance of cultural artifacts and apply this awareness in the context of
disease treatment;

e Linguistic and communicative activities based on literary text analysis, which foster critical
thinking in future medical professionals and contribute to resolving various moral and
clinical dilemmas. (Indicators: G7.2; 13.2; B)

3.2.2. The construction of an original didactic model incorporating semantic-aesthetic and
methodological approaches for working with literary texts in the teaching of Bulgarian language to
medical students (aimed at optimizing the educational process for Master's level students in



Medicine). (Indicators: G7.2; 13.2; 22.1; B)

3.2.3. Identification and substantiation of critical problem areas that significantly affect the
development of communicative competence in the process of teaching Bulgarian to international
medical students. (Indicators: G6.2; G6.4; G7.14; 13.2; B)

3.2.4. Synthesis and analysis of the educational experiences of 48 students enrolled in
English- and Bulgarian-language Master's programs in Medicine, with regard to their Bulgarian
language instruction. (Indicators: 13.2; B)

3.3. Methodological Scientific Contributions

3.3.1. The proposal of an original diagnostic toolkit, including criteria, indicators, and metrics
for assessing the effectiveness of progressive acquisition of key communicative competences by
medical students through practical, text-based learning activities.

4. Evaluation of the significance of contributions to science and practice

| highly value the contributions presented and accept them as the original work of the
candidate. The high assessment of Assoc. Prof. DSc. Teodora Valova’s contributions is further
supported by the following facts: The achieved results provide a reliable foundation for the
development of both theoretical and practice-oriented methodological systems aimed at effective
language education; The didactic model created for working with literary texts in the teaching of
Bulgarian to international medical students holds innovative value for both the theory and practice
of foreign language education; The conducted experimental study can serve as a model for other
diagnostic investigations related to the development and enhancement of communicative
competence in various target learner groups; The methodological proposals presented are practically
integrated and directly applicable in addressing the diagnosed communicative challenges faced by
future practicing physicians.

5. Critical notes

The candidate’s work, carried out primarily at the Medical University — Pleven, deserves a
highly positive evaluation.

In relation to the development of her future academic career, | recommend that Assoc. Prof.
DSc. Teodora Valova continue her active efforts to implement the results she has achieved, which
are clearly identified as contributions in the presented body of scholarly work.

It is also advisable that she expand the dissemination of her research outcomes through
participation in international scientific forums.

6. Conclusion

The documents and scientific output submitted by Assoc. Prof. DSc. Teodora Valova meet the
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and
its implementing regulations for acquiring the academic position of Professor, as well as the
Regulations for Recruitment, Development, and Evaluation of Academic Staff at the Medical
University — Pleven.

The scientific and applied research contributions achieved by the candidate demonstrate a
high level of competence in formulating and substantiating theses, setting clear objectives,
developing effective approaches, and proposing not only theoretical concepts but also well-
structured and applicable models.



7. Candidate evaluation

The overall academic activity of the candidate demonstrates that she is participating in the
competition with a body of scientific work that is sufficient in both volume and quality. Her
theoretical, applied, and methodological contributions have been clearly substantiated, along with
the required professional experience. This provides a solid basis for me to express my unreservedly
positive evaluation.
