1. Short Bibliography of the candidate:

Assist. Prof. Dr. Branimir Ivanov Nikolov was born on July 15, 1983. In 2002, he graduated
from the High School of Veterinary Medicine ,,Prof. Dr. Dimitar Dimov* (then Veterinary Medical
Technical School) in Lovech. In 2011, he obtained his Master’s degree in Veterinary Medicine from the
University of Forestry — Sofia. After graduation, he began his academic career as an Assistant in General
Pathology and Pathological Anatomy at the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine of the University of
Forestry. In 2015, he defended his doctoral dissertation on the topic: 'Alternative in ovo tests for
embryotoxicity, mutagenicity and carcinogenicity,” in the scientific specialty ,,Animal Pathology,* at
the Institute of Experimental Morphology, Pathology and Anthropology with Museum of the Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences, Sofia. Between 2015 and 2023, he worked as a private veterinary surgeon in a
animal clinic for small animals (pets) in Pleven. Since November 2023, he has been part of the structure
of the Medical University — Pleven. Dr. Nikolov’s biographical profile is further complemented by
specialized English language training courses.

2. Compliance of the submitted documents and materials of the candidate with the mandatory
minimum national requirements and the internal regulations for the development of the academic staff
at the Medical University — Pleven.

All copies of documents and materials related to the application of Dr. Branimir Ivanov Nikolov were
provided to me in good order. Part of them concern the course of the procedure, while others relate to the
candidate’s scientific activity. In the present competition, the candidate participates with 33 scientific works,
including 1 book based on the defended doctoral dissertation; 28 articles published in scientific journals
referenced and indexed in internationally recognized scientific databases; and 4 articles and reports published
in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals or in edited collective volumes.

Fulfilment of the minimum national requirements for occupying the academic position of
»Associate Professor:

e Group A indicators — The candidate has defended a doctoral dissertation and meets the
requirement of 50 points.

e Group B indicators — To meet the mandatory 100 points, the candidate presents a habilitation
work in the form of 10 scientific publications in foreign and Bulgarian journals, referenced and
indexed in Scopus and Web of Science (with ISSN), bringing him the required points under this
indicator (105.2).
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e Group G indicators — Out of the required 200 points, the candidate has submitted materials
bringing him 202.27 points. Specifically:
o G6 — Published book based on the defended dissertation for the award of the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor" — 40 points;
o G7 — Articles and reports published in scientific journals referenced and indexed in
internationally recognized scientific databases, bringing him 154.1 points;
o G8 — Atrticles and reports published in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals or in edited
collective volumes, accounting for 8.17 points.
e Group D indicators — With a minimum requirement of 50 points, the candidate presents 75.
Specifically:
o D13 — Citations or reviews in scientific journals referenced and indexed in internationally
recognized scientific databases or in monographs and edited collective volumes (Scopus,
Web of Science) — 60 points;
o D15 — Citations or reviews in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals — 15 points.

From the candidate’s submitted report for participation in the competition, it is evident that Dr.
Branimir lvanov Nikolov meets the minimum national requirements as well as those set forth in the
internal regulations for the development of the academic staff at the Medical University — Pleven,
fulfilling all the indicators and even exceeding the criteria in some of them. With a required minimum
of 400 points, the candidate accumulates 432.47 points. According to Annex 11 — Author’s reference for
compliance with and fulfilment of the minimum national requirements in the respective professional
field and scientific specialty — the total number of points amounts to 462.47, which also includes 30
points from an article submitted for the fulfilment of the requirements for obtaining the educational and
scientific degree ,,Doctor,* which is not subject to review in the present competition.

3. Evaluation of teaching & learning activities.
Dr. Branimir Ivanov Nikolov has four years of teaching experience at the University of Forestry,
during which he has been actively engaged in both educational and research activities. His teaching work
includes: conducting practical classes; developing and updating curricula; participating in the
organization and implementation of semester practical examinations; preparing up-to-date thematic
units; creating presentations and teaching materials for the courses “General Pathology” and
“Pathological Anatomy.”

In view of the above and his accumulated professional experience, | consider Dr. Branimir
Ivanov Nikolov to possess excellent academic preparation, high pedagogical competence, and well-
established teaching expertise.
4. Evaluation of the candidate’s scientific, scientific-applied, and publication activity
4.1. Participation in scientific, applied-scientific, and educational projects

Assistant Professor Dr. Branimir Ivanov Nikolov has submitted a report on his participation in five
projects, of which two are scientific-research and three are educational.
Scientific-research projects:

1. "Study on the prevalence, etiological agents, and their relative contribution in the respiratory
disease complex in pigs";

2. "Investigation of electrical and mechanical phenomena during different degrees of ischemia
using a coronary guide."
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In both projects, Dr. Nikolov participated as a member of the research team.
Educational projects (funded by the Operational Programme “Human Resources Development”):

1. Project BG051P0O001-3.3.07-0002 "Student Internships";

2. Project BG051P0O001-4.3.04-0052 "Development of a Center for Electronic Forms of Distance
Learning at the University of Forestry";

3. Project BG051P0O001-3.3.06-0056 "Support for the Development of Young People at the
University of Forestry."

Dr. Branimir Ivanov Nikolov’s participation in scientific-research projects demonstrates his active
engagement in the implementation of significant scientific developments, while his involvement in
nationally important educational projects highlights his contribution to the improvement of the
educational process and support for students. This combination of activities reflects a focused
professional development and contributes to establishing him as an active and promising scholar.

4.2. Analysis of published research works.

In the current competition, the candidate participates with 33 scientific works, including one book
based on a defended doctoral dissertation (PhD level); 28 articles published in scientific journals, peer-
reviewed and indexed in internationally recognized databases; and four articles and reports published in non-
indexed journals with scientific review or in edited collective volumes.

Among the submitted works, three articles are published in journals with an Impact Factor (IF); three
are in journals with an SJR ranking; twenty-six out of the 33 works are in a foreign language; three of Dr.
Branimir Nikolov’s works are single-authored, and in four he is the first author. The total IF of the
candidate’s publications is 1.176, while his individual IF amounts to 0.2261. According to the reference for
Impact Factor (Web of Science) and Scimago Journal Rank (Scopus) of the journals in which Dr. Nikolov’s
works are published, the total SIR is 0.597.

The submitted reference and analysis demonstrate that Dr. Branimir Ivanov Nikolov is an
established scholar and specialist in the field of animal pathology. His significant scientific output, combined
with accumulated knowledge and experience, fully justifies and merits his participation in the announced
competition.

4.3. Impact of applicant’s research activities (citations).
The total number of established citations of the candidate is 69, of which 57 are in foreign sources and
12 in Bulgarian sources. The scientific works submitted by the candidate for participation in the
competition amount to five, with a total of seven citations recorded. Among these:

e Four citations are in articles published in journals with an Impact Factor (IF);

e Three citations are in international journals without an IF or SJR ranking.
4.4. Contributions in research works of the candidate.
The scientific contributions of Dr. Branimir lvanov Nikolov can be categorized into the following
main areas:

o Experimental Pathology — This area occupies a leading position in his research activities. The
topic is elaborated in the book based on his defended doctoral dissertation (G6), as well as in
several articles (V4-1, V4-4, V4-7, G7-21, G7-23, G7-27). The total number of scientific
contributions in this field is 9.

« Infectious Pathology in Swine — This represents a substantial part of his research work. The topic
is presented in a significant number of publications (V4-3, V4-5, V4-10, G7-13, G7-14, G7-18,
G7-22, G8-30, G8-32), with a total of 12 contributions.
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« Infectious Pathology in Small Ruminants — Developed in several studies (V4-2, V4-9, G7-15,
G7-20, G7-25, G8-29, G8-31), with a total of 8 scientific contributions.

e Infectious Pathology in Birds — Presented through publications in peer-reviewed and
internationally indexed scientific journals (V4-6, V4-8, G7-17, G7-19, G7-24). The number of
contributions in this field is 7.

o Clinical Pathology — Occupies a key place in Dr. Nikolov’s research activities. The topic is
developed in several articles published in peer-reviewed and indexed journals (G7-11, G7-12, G7-
16, G7-26, G7-28). The total number of scientific contributions is 9.

5. Evaluation of the personal contribution of the applicant.

Assistant Professor Dr. Branimir Ivanov Nikolov has a leading role in the conducted scientific
research. His participation in the preparation of the publications includes the formulation of the research idea,
the organization and/or implementation of the studies, processing and analysis of the data, preparation and
editing of the manuscripts, as well as the presentation of the results at scientific forums. Among the
publications submitted for review, three (9.09%) are single-authored, while in another four (12.12%) Dr.
Nikolov is the lead author. This means that in a total of seven works (21.21%), or slightly more than one-fifth
of the 33 scientific publications, he has an independent or leading role. In collective works, it should be
acknowledged that his contribution is significant regardless of his position in the authorship list, which is
determined by the complex nature of the conducted research. On the basis of the above, | consider that Dr.
Branimir Ivanov Nikolov is an accomplished and steadily developing scholar with clear contributions to
scientific activity, who meets the high academic standards required for holding a higher academic position.

6. Critical notes and recommendations.

I have no critical remarks regarding the presented scientific output. The only recommendation |
would allow myself to give to the candidate is to continue publishing and disseminating his future
scientific results in prestigious European and international journals and forums, in order to achieve
broader visibility and further recognition within the scientific community.

7. Personal impressions.

| have known Dr. Branimir lvanov Nikolov since his student years as a curious and ambitious
young man. Subsequently, through our professional interactions and joint work on several research
projects, | can characterize him as a diligent, disciplined, and responsible colleague. Based on the
materials presented to me and my personal impressions, | consider Dr. Branimir Ivanov Nikolov to be
an already established scientist, capable of working effectively in a team, demonstrating high
adaptability and flexibility in setting priorities in specific scientific or organizational situations.

8. Conclusion

Based on the overall evaluation of the research activities, as well as the fulfillment of the national
minimum requirements and the criteria set forth in the internal regulations for the development of the academic
staff at Medical University — Pleven, my opinion is positive. | propose that the candidate DR.
