The pressing character of the problem for healtication of young people from
Rome ethnic community corresponds to the problemth@ health education of the
public as a whole. It is correlated to the leveltbé whole culture of the ethnic
community.

A survey has been conducted, with the purpose tabkesh the level of health
culture and readiness for adequate actions foegtion of own health. The survey has
been done through inquiry, structured in three ngimups of questions: GP, use of
medicines, health education. The inquiry has besucted among 30 young people,
boys and girls, age 17-19, from the Rome ethnicroamity.

The results reveal that 66,66% from the inquiredngppeople expect someone
else to take care for selection procedure of alG@iRge part — 56,66% apply medical
treatment without doctor’s advice. They know wha kize right to prescribe medicines,
but 36,66% expect to buy medicines (antibioticghait prescription. It is impressive,
that approximately 80% do not wish to participaténealth education and give various
reasons for it.

All these call for development of a program tarde&t youths from the Rome
ethnic community, for increasing their level of heanformation, forming skills and
habits for a healthy style of life, building a sst of values and self-consciousness for
protection of their own health.

DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICESFOR CHILDREN DEPRIVED OF

Objective: To trace back the development of the regulatiostesy, relevant to
supply of social services to children, depriveghafental care.

1. Introduction: The problems of children brought up and educategpecialized
institutions pose the necessity for the formatibekills needed for their communication
with peers and adults, and an aspiration for imlligl assertion. A model for group work
with children is implemented in “Detelina” Home f@hildren Deprived of Parental
Care — Pleven, which includes a target and priesipkstablishment of supportive
environment; group forms of organization.

2. Aim: to establish the individual status of the childhim the group, their
personal relationships and the level of their daigport.

3. Material and methods To examine the children in the specialized infitin
Moreno’s sociometrical method is used. The obtaimedults are entered in a
sociometrical matrix (after J. Moreno), and thegessed data are filled in a sociogram
(after P. Fres). When processing the data the viollgp factors are taken into
consideration: the child’s status, mutual likingfetentiated are motives, small groups,
the links between them, the place of each chiltiénstructure of relationships.

4. Results and discussianThe result analysis reveals that 25% of the céild
are already leaders within the group. Mutual reflagiexist between 8 pairs of children.



From all the children 57% are among those who angparatively well accepted and for
whom average preference is shown, 13% are thosehtom less preference is revealed,
and only 4% are not chosen for communication. Urtter conditions of consistent
group work a substantial change has occurred istiites of each child, where St.=0,17
— 13%; St.=0,13 — 13%; St.=0,09 — 57%; St.=0,043%1St.=0 — 4%. 42% of the
children already realize their own personal status.

5. Conclusion As a result of the implemented group work mods#iijldren
interact, show an active position and an emoticral evaluative attitude to their
partner; they are aware of their position and tlseicial status within the group of
children.

the next steps.

2. Aim: To establish the degree to which the abilitiesdocial inclusion have
been acquired.

3. Material and methods The research is carried out by means of the distgn
test method. It uses criteria and indexes of asgp#se degree of the child’s preparation
related to abilities for serving basic needs anttials for forming behavior in a social
environment.

4. Results and discussianThe results in terms of indexes indicate develepm
in children’s abilities, as follows: for acquiredlsserving skills — an increase of K=0,6;
for observation of hygiene norms — an increase=,K; for acquired health knowledge



— an increase of K=0,5; for familiarity with themas of social behavior — an increase of
K=0,6; for observation of the norms of social babawv an increase of K=0,5. The
activities planned and fulfilled in accordance witle child’s Individual Care Plan play
an important role in developing their social in@tusskills as well as in the overall
development of the child’s personality. The contehthe activities is related to the
concrete targets planned for the child and theiliti?ls to perceive, analyze, take
decisions for particular actions and implementkhewledge acquired in a concrete life
situation.

5. Conclusion Following the stages of research, planning aralization of
concrete activities with the child who is brought and educated in a specialized
institution is a condition for their acquiring satiinclusion skills related to their
individual rate of development.

The characteristics of the professioocemis on major field of activity,
professional culture, professional and colleagh&gtof the specialist, working with the
child. Approbated in the practice criteria foressment of social pedagogue/educator’s
professional activity are suggested, as well asaaeifor incorporation of young
specialists in the working environment.
