of the scientific activity of the candidate, Asst. Dr. Miroslav Stefanov Genov for holding the
academic position of "Associate Professor" in the field of higher education 6. Agrarian Sciences
and Veterinary Medicine, professional field 6.3 Animal Husbandry, scientific specialty 04.02.01.
"Breeding of farm animals, biology and biotechnology of reproduction".

I. Brief presentation of the candidate (important biographical data and scientific
development)

Assistant Dr. Miroslav Genov DVM, PhD, was born on August 3, 1983, in the city of Pleven. He
completed his primary education in 1998 at Vasil Levski Primary School in Pleven and his
secondary education in 2002 at the Technical School of Veterinary Medicine in Lovech. In 2008,
he graduated from the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine at the University of Forestry in Sofia.
During the period from 2008 to 2009, he worked at the Veterinary Clinic "Globalvet". From 2009
to 2019, he was part of the team of "CENTRAL VETERINARY CLINIC," where from January
2016 to 2019, he held the position of Chief Physician. In October 2019, together with a team of
his colleagues, he implemented the project "MULTIPROFILE VETERINARY CLINIC
BULGARIA". He is a member of the prestigious organization, The European Veterinary Society
for Small Animal Reproduction (EVSSAR).

Professional development and interests

In March 2021, he successfully defended his doctoral dissertation on the topic "ROLE OF
SPERM PLASMA PROTEINS IN BENIGN PROSTATE HYPERPLASIA, IN RELATION TO
CRYOTOLERANCE OF SPERMATOZOIDS IN THE CANIS SPECIES" with scientific
supervisor Professor Maria Ivanova at the "Institute of Biology and Immunology of
Reproduction Academician Kiril Bratanov" at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences. He
participates in all seminars and forums in the country, focusing on reproduction and reproductive
disorders, and has presented interesting clinical cases. He has published in Bulgarian and foreign
journals in the field of reproduction (mostly on changes in sperm cryotolerance in dogs with
benign prostatic hyperplasia). In 2018, he won Research Grants from the European Veterinary
Society for Small Animal Reproduction (EVSSAR) on the topic - Characterization of seminal
plasma proteins associated with benign prostatic hyperplasia in dogs. He has scientific and
applied contributions and discoveries in the field of reproduction in dogs and cats. He is the
leader of a workshop on reproduction and reproductive disorders in dogs and cats, which is held
every year. Together with the team of Prof. Maria Ivanova from IBIR at the Bulgarian Academy
of Sciences, they successfully freeze sperm from dogs and apply modern biotechnologies in dog
and cat reproduction.

Scientometric data of the presented scientific production

The scientometric indicators of the scientific output of the candidate, Asst. Prof. Dr. Miroslav
Stefanov Genov is presented in tables, which show the following:

1. A - Dissertation for the ONS doctorate 50 points.



2. B3 — 100 points are required for this paragraph. The candidate, based on one monograph, has a
total score of 100 points, thus fulfilling the requirement for 100 points.

3. D — 200 points are required for this paragraph. In total, the candidate has 239 points for this
paragraph, exceeding the target by 39 points.

4. E - 50 points are required for this paragraph. In total, the candidate has 65 points for this
paragraph. Exceeded by 15 points.

The total number of points that the candidate has collected is 454.

I believe that the collected number of points is sufficient for acquiring the academic position
"Associate Professor", because according to the Regulations of the Medical University - Pleven,
for acquiring the academic position "Associate Professor" in the professional field "Animal
Husbandry" a minimum of 430 points are required, and Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Miroslav Stefanov
Genov, as can be seen from the text above, has collected 454 points and exceeds the minimum
requirements for the specified academic position by 24 points. The candidate presents
participation in 2 scientific projects, 1 of which was funded by EVSSAR Research Grants and
one by Project BG-RRP-2.004-0003 "Research Higher School: Medical University - Pleven. He
has also participated in 26 scientific conferences, 23 of which were held abroad and 3 in
Bulgaria.

Main areas of the candidate's research activity and most important scientific contributions

The candidate, Assistant Professor Miroslav Stefanov Genov, participated in the competition for
"Associate Professor" with a total of 11 publications. Of all 11 publications, 8 are printed in
journals referenced in Scopus and Web of Science and three in non-refereed journals. Only
publications from sections G7 and G8 are subject to review. From the presented list of 11
scientific papers, it can be seen that the candidate has worked mainly with dogs, buffaloes, cats,
alpacas and iguanas. There are seven publications on dogs and one each for buffaloes, cats,
alpaca and iguanas. Of the seven articles on dogs, five are in the field of AG (Postpartum uterine
prolapse, Surgical Management of a Vulvar Mast Cell Tumor, treatment with an implant with
deslorelin acetate, Cryopreservation Protocol with Seminal Plasma, Diagnostic imaging and
biological characteristics of sperm and seminal plasma proteins in dogs with benign prostatic
hyperplasia, Methods of artificial insemination in the dog and Clinical case of Sertoli cell tumor
in a dog with bilateral cryptorchidism). Two are in the field of surgery. In buffaloes, sperm
quality was studied, in one cat, adenocarcinoma of the vulva was removed, in an alpaca,
esophageal obstruction was surgically treated, and in one iguana, a fractured femur was operated
on.

A list with a total of 7 citations is presented, 3 of which are in journals referenced in Scopus and
WOS, and 4 in non-refereed journals. The candidate's publication activity is good, but
unfortunately the interesting results obtained have not been published in international scientific
journals. Only one article has been published in the Pakistan Veterinary Journal (2019) with IF =
2.3.

A list is presented, which shows that the candidate has participated in the implementation of a
total of 2 scientific projects, one of which is funded by EVSSAR Research Grants and one by
Project BG-RRP-2.004-0003 "Research Higher School: Medical University - Pleven. He has also
participated in 26 scientific conferences, 23 of which were held abroad and 3 in Bulgaria.

I11. Author's reference for teaching and learning activities of Dr. Miroslav Genov

For the period 2010 - 2025, Dr. Genov has been developing active non-academic teaching and
learning and mainly practically oriented activities in the field of veterinary medicine. His
primary focus is on reproduction and reproductive diseases in small animals, as well as
endoscopic diagnostics. During this period, he has participated as lecturer and demonstrator in
several practical courses and specialized workshops, including:

* Workshop on reproduction and reproductive disorders in dogs — gives lectures and
demonstrates modern diagnostic and therapeutic methods.

» Workshop on reproduction and reproductive disorders in cats — presents clinical cases and
participates in discussions of innovative approaches to diagnosis and treatment.

» Workshop on endoscopy of the upper and lower digestive tract — takes part in demonstrations
and practical exercises aimed at improving endoscopic techniques and their application in daily
practice.

In addition, he gives lectures and presentations to Bulgarian veterinarians on current issues in the
field of reproduction and reproductive disorders in dogs and cats. With this activity, he aims to
contribute to improving the professional qualifications of colleagues and to implementing
modern diagnostic and therapeutic methods in clinical practice.

IV. Critical remarks, questions, and recommendations to the candidate

I have no critical comments or questions for the candidate, but I recommend that he publish his
future scientific works in international scientific journals with an impact factor. The candidate
presents five original contributions in the field of reproductive biology and pathology in dogs
with a specific emphasis on benign prostatic hyperplasia (BPH).

CONCLUSION

The documents submitted for participation in the competition show that the research and applied
activities of the assistant Dr. Miroslav Stefanov Genov meet the requirements of the ZRASRB
and the Regulations for the Development of Academic Staff at the Medical University, Pleven.
